Step 1
Use a container with a 
handle or make one using 
ribbon and a mason jar.

Harriet was a born slave and began work when 
she was five-years-old. When she was 
thirty-years-old, she ran away to the north to 
escape slavery and joined the Underground 
Railroad. The Underground Railroad was 
not actually a railroad. It was a path that 
slaves traveled at night to escape to 
Canada. Harriet used a lantern to see in 
the night and her courage lead over 
300 slaves to freedom.

Step 2
Fill the container 
halfway with water.

Step 3
Drop in Glo Pals for to 
illuminate your path 
and light the way!
