Write the following prompt on chart paper as 
you read it aloud: Write to explain how Granddaddy’s trip to the ballot box impacts his 
grandson’s view on voting and ultimately teaches him the importance of patience. Read it again, 

asking students to read it with you.

PLAN
Use the evidence and conclusions from the Day 1 anchor chart to help you plan.
WRITE

PREPARE
Starting with the title page as page 1 (which includes the title, author, and publisher), use the provided circle stickers and number 
each of the book’s pages. Place a sticky flag on the following pages: 9, 17, 23, and 29. 

Create the anchor chart as shown; it will be completed during the lesson.

Give each student a sticky note.

EXPLAIN WHAT THE STRATEGY IS AND WHY READERS USE IT
As we read, we can use what the text says along with what we know (our background knowledge and experiences) to draw a 
conclusion. To draw a conclusion based on text clues is a form of inference, or something not stated in the book. Drawing conclusions 
will help us better understand how the characters are feeling and how their thoughts and actions help to shape the plot.

INTRODUCE THE NEW BOOK
This story is based on the true story of one family’s struggle for voting rights in the Civil Rights era. For the very first time,  
Granddaddy is allowed to vote, and he couldn’t be prouder of voting with his grandson by his side. Let’s read to find out  
about their journey to the ballot box. 

READ AND DEMONSTRATE HOW TO USE THE STRATEGY
Read pages 2–9. Granddaddy keeps the little boy busy doing 
chores on the farm. For fun, they love to fish in the pond. Look at 
the illustration on pages 8–9. Turn and talk with a partner about 
what you notice in the illustration. Listen in on the partner pairs. 
We can use the information from the illustrations and the text 
combined with what we already know to draw a conclusion. I can 
conclude or infer that Granddaddy enjoys his grandson’s company 
but wants to teach him the importance of working hard to make a 
living. He also wants him to understand the value of taking time to 
play and that sometimes even this takes patience. Add key words 
to the chart. 

Read pages 10–17. Granddaddy gets all dressed up to go into 
town. We know that when people get all dressed up, it usually 
means they are going to an important event. The text says that the 
laws have just changed, and black people are allowed to vote. We 
know that during this time in history, black people were treated 
unfairly and weren’t allowed the same rights as white people.  What 
can you conclude about why Granddaddy takes his grandson with 
him to town to vote? Turn and talk with your partner. Listen in and 
share their thinking. Add key words and a conclusion to the chart. 

Read pages 18–23. We read that the grandson takes Granddaddy’s picture so he can remember this special day. But then a white 
officer spots Granddaddy and asks him to read a page from a book. What we know is that black people were not allowed to go to a 
formal school, and therefore, many did not know how to read. Turn and talk with your partner. What can you infer about this situation 
and Granddaddy? 

Read pages 24–29. On your sticky note, jot a few key details from what we just read. Then think about what you already know about 
those details. Turn your sticky note over and write what you conclude or infer about this part of the book. Have students share what 
they know about voting and also the inferences or conclusions they made. Compare the illustrations on pages 16–17 and 26–27. 
What do you notice that is the same? What is different? 

 Granddaddy wants nothing more than to vote. There, he is singled out and asked to do something that the officer knows he may not 
be able to do. This is an unfair and unjust situation. Granddaddy has every right to be upset and mad. He has tears in his eyes, but he 
remains in control of his emotions and just walks away. Having self-control requires a lot of patience. Discuss other ways Granddaddy 
demonstrates patience throughout the story.

Teach Phonemic Awareness and Phonics

At the end of Day 1, there is a short Word Study activity that helps 

students to hear sounds and use them to problem-solve unknown words 

while reading and writing. •	 Building Words (Target Skill: Vowel patterns) 

First, tell students which letters to remove from their letter tray, 

and then tell students the letters needed to build a word. Ask 

students to read the word (decoding). Dictate a new word to make 

(encoding). Have students check the new word they have built by 

saying the word slowly as they run their finger under it. Continue to 

have students change one or two letters to decode or encode new 

words. When reading or making words with digraphs and blends, 

teach students to break the word apart at the onset and rime. Note: 

If students are able to quickly find letters on their tray, you can skip 

the step where you have them remove a subset of letters.

•	 Breaking Big Words (Target Skill: Vowel patterns)

Students will learn how to break words by removing an inflectional 

ending and then breaking the word at the onset and rime. Write a 

word on the dry-erase easel. Do not say the word and ask students 

not to say the word. Have students take the letters off their tray 

and make the word. Tell them to break off the ending of the word. 

Then have them break the word at the vowel. After they break it, 

have students say each part. Then have students put the word back 

together and read it. Repeat with a different onset but the same rime 

and inflectional ending. Then write a third word (also with the same 

rime but perhaps a different onset and inflectional ending) on the 

easel and have students read it. Underline the rime if they need help. 

Have students chorally read all three words.
•	 Analogy Chart (Target Skill: Vowel patterns)

Each student needs an Analogy Chart Card in a plastic write-on 

sleeve and a dry-erase marker with an eraser. Tell students they 

are going to use the analogy chart to write words that have similar 

patterns. Create a T-chart on the easel and write two key words 

for the patterns you plan to teach at the top of your chart. Have 

students copy these words on their charts and underline the pattern 

in each word. Discuss the sound each pattern makes. Next, say a 

new word with the same pattern as one of the key words and have 

students write it in the correct column and underline the pattern. 

Finally, have students read the words in each column.

•	 Make a Big Word (Target Skill: Multisyllabic words)

Select a multisyllabic word from the book or use the suggested word 

on the lesson card. Tell students which letters to remove from their 

magnetic letter tray. Have students clap each syllable in the word 

and use the magnetic letters to construct each part. Once they make 

the word correctly, have them break it into syllables, say each part, 

and then remake the word.

STEP 4 Word Study (5–7 minutes)

The Word Study for Level H has two parts: one teaches students  

how to write a sight word, and the other targets phonemic awareness  

and phonics. 
Teach New Sight WordTeach students how to write a word after they have had an opportunity 

to read it in the book. Teach the same sight word for two days or longer if 

necessary. The four steps below help students to develop visual memory, 

establish left-to-right visual scanning skills, strengthen orthographic 

knowledge, and increase automatic recall of high-frequency words. 

Step 1: What’s Missing? Write the word on the dry-erase easel. 

Turn the easel toward you and erase a letter. Show the word with 

the missing letter and say, What’s missing? When students tell you 

the missing letter, write it back in the word. Repeat the procedure 

two or three more times.Step 2: Mix and Fix Have students remove magnetic letters 

from their letter tray to make the word. Students can use the 

teacher’s model, if necessary. Students make the word and check 

it by sliding their finger under the word and looking carefully. Have 

students say the word, but don’t let them say it slowly. The goal is 

left-to-right scanning, not sounding out. Have students push each 

letter from left to right in order, first to last, and remake the word. 

Again, prompt students to check the word with their finger. 

Students can also move the letters up, 
starting with the first letter, and remake 
the word. Have students check the word 

again by running their finger under it 
and saying it. Have students mix up the 
letters and remake (fix) the word. Keep 
the word on the table.Step 3: Table Writing This activity builds a memory trace for 

the word. Students say the word and use their index finger to 

“write” the word on the table. Make sure students are looking at 

their finger while they write. Once you observe a student writing 

the word on the table, use an index card to cover the model word 

they made with magnetic letters and have them do Step 4.

Step 4: Write and Retrieve Students write the new word on 

their dry-erase boards, saying it in a natural way as they write it.  

Do not let students segment the sounds. After they write the 

word, they check their spelling by lifting up the index card and 

looking at the magnetic letters. Have them re-cover the magnetic 

letters, erase the word, and write it again. Next, dictate a different 

but familiar word for students to write. Finally, dictate the new 

sight word for them to retrieve and write one more time.

?
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STEP 3 Read, Discuss, and Teach (8–10 minutes)

•	 Read and Prompt  Have each student independently read the book in a soft voice 

while you confer with individual students. The focus of individual 

student interactions is to support independence by teaching 

strategic actions that help students to problem-solve at the moment 

of difficulty. Do not allow students to wait for you to help them; they 

must learn to take initiative. Use 
the Reading Prompting Guide 
Card, Level H, to differentiate 
your instruction and prompt for 
strategic action. If students finish 
the book before time is called, 
have them reread it. Do not have 
them take turns reading aloud; 
that limits the amount of text 
they can read and can impede 
independent processing.•	 Discuss  After students read, engage them in a short, meaningful 

conversation about the story. Ask open-ended questions that 

facilitate discussion and help students draw inferences. At the top 

of each lesson card, there is a comprehension focus. During the 

discussion, at least one of the questions on the lesson card prompts 

for that comprehension focus. To facilitate total group engagement, 

encourage students to turn and talk with a partner.

•	 Teach  
After you discuss the book, take a few minutes to demonstrate 

one or two strategic actions to the whole group. Each lesson card 

suggests a teaching point, or you may select others based on your 

interactions with students. Always ask yourself what students need 

to learn next.

STEP 1 Sight Word Review (1–2 minutes)

Students practice writing three sight words you taught them in previous 

guided reading lessons. Select three words to review that you have 

already taught the group. 

STEP 2 Introduce the New Book (3–5 minutes)

Prepare students for a successful reading of the new book by accessing 

students’ background knowledge and discussing challenging words. On 

each lesson card, there is a brief synopsis for you to read to students. 

After providing the synopsis, have students preview the book by 

discussing the pictures with a partner or group. Invite students to 

make predictions and ask questions; this helps build their schema and 

supports comprehension. •	 Introduce New Vocabulary  
As students preview the book, discuss unfamiliar concepts 

and sight words that may be too difficult. Some books contain 

challenging concepts that will expand students’ vocabulary; use 

the illustrations to discuss these ideas. Although the lesson plan 

includes concepts to introduce, you must decide which words 

you should pre-teach and which you should let students figure 

out themselves. English language learners (ELLs) will need more 

support than others.•	 Introduce New Language Structures  

Some books contain language structures that may be unfamiliar  

to your students. To set them up for a successful first reading,  

say a challenging sentence or phrase and ask students to repeat  

it with you. 
•	 Text Features  Some books will have text features that are new to students. 

Introduce students to the text feature and discuss how to use it 

when reading the book.

STEP 3 Word Study (1 minute)

Repeat all four steps to teach the same sight word you taught on Day 1. Do not 

introduce a new sight word until the previous word is firmly known.

STEP 4 Guided Writing (8–10 minutes)

Writing in response to reading deepens comprehension. In the lesson plan, a 

writing prompt linked with the comprehension focus is provided. Read the prompt 

to students and have a brief discussion to help them internalize the writing task. 

A teacher-led plan is provided to assist students in organizing their ideas before 

they begin writing. To help students get started, have them orally rehearse a few 

sentences. You may also have students discuss their thoughts with a partner. Use 

prompts such as Tell me more about that to help students add details to their 

writing. Hold students accountable for conventional spelling of words, using 

previously taught phonics skills. Encourage students to use a word wall or clap 

the syllables when writing unknown words. Students should use appropriate 

conventions as they write. Allow students to write at their own pace. Confer with 

each student and differentiate your teaching and prompting based on their needs. 

Use the Writing Prompting Guide Card, Level H, to differentiate your instruction.

In addition to prompting individuals as they write, you can select a whole-group 

teaching point to use after they finish writing. There is a suggested Teaching Point 

on each lesson card. 

Each lesson card includes specific suggestions for supporting English language 

learners (ELLs). You may decide to extend the lesson by one day to allow more 

time for oral language activities and discussions.
