RIDING

Described as the most dangerous
8 second sport, this event is not
for the faint hearted. It is a true
test of one’s physical, and more
importantly, mental strength. It is
still the most popular rodeo event
today. The Rider is disqualified for
touching the animal, themself, or
their equipment during the ride.

BAREBACK
BRONC RIDING

This is without a doubt one of the
most demanding sports on the
human body. A Rider places themself
on the smack in the middle of a
twisting, bucking tornado, and aims
to make it through
an 8 second ride
without the luxury
of a saddle, reins,
or stirrups.

SADDLE
BRONC

This is Rodeo’s classic event. It is
an exercise in style and finesse that
demands near perfect timing. To
earn a perfect score, a rider must
remain aboard a pitching Bronc for 8
seconds, but to receive a high score
they must ride with the grace and
timing of a dancer.

WRESTLING

This is the most dangerous timed
event. A telling test of leverage and
strength. A contestant attempts to
topple a steer averaging 3 to 5 times
the bull doggers weight, from the
back of a galloping horse.

STEER
UNDERCOATING

This event is the women’s
equivalent of steer wrestling. The
competitor, with the use of a “hazer”
will ride at top speed to pluck a
ribbon from the steer’s back. Once
she has secured the ribbon, she will
hold it high above her head as a
signal to the judge to stop the clock.

ROPING

The only rodeo event, where two
Cowboys compete as partners,
sharing victory or defeat. The
“header” ropes the steer’s horns and
rides to the left. The “healer” goes
to work, roping both of the steer’s
hind legs in one of the most difficult
manoeuvres in a rodeo.

LADIES
BARREL
RACE

Barrel racing shows a horse’s agility
and speed, as well as a rider’s skill
and control. Horse and rider race
around a clover pattern of three
barrels, starting and finishing at

the same line. Tipping over a barrel
during her manoeuvre will cost the
barrel race a 5 second penalty and
running an incorrect pattern, can
lead to disqualification.

BREAKAWAY &S0l
ROPING

Shows off a cowgirl’s skills to ride
and rope. Her rope is tied to the
saddle horn with a ribbon, when the
calf is roped, the horse pulls up and
the calf keeps running until the rope
is taunt, which then “breaks” the
rope from the saddle horn and the
time is taken.
