STEP 4: REMOVAL OF MARBLE TOP
4a. Remove the screws from the supporting frame. See FIGURE 3.
NOTE: DO NOT THROW THE SCREWS AWAY

4b. Using two people, carefully lift the marble top out from the vanity and put it upside down on a blanket or smooth cardboard. Four hole with threaded

inserts should be visible for each sink.

STEP 5: SECURING THE SINK TO THE MARBLE TOP - Sink ships in a separate carton

5a. Apply a continuous bead of silicone sealant to the top surface of lavatory basin rim where it comes in contact with underside of stone top.

5b. Position the sink so that the overflow drain is located on the opposite side of the pre-drilled faucet holes. See FIGURE 4.

5c. Align Allen Bolt (1), Lock Washer (2) and Flat Washer (3) with pre-installed stone top threaded insert and secure on all 4 points with mounting
bracket (5) by using Wrench (4). See FIGURE 5

5d. Wipe away any excess sealant with a damp cloth and allow sealant to dry according to manufacture's recommendations.

STEP 6: INSTALLING THE MARBLE TOP WITH SINK

IMPORTANT:

+ Follow this stop after the sink is properly installed and sealant is dry

» Ensure the vanity cabinet is in place, aligned with plumbing, and has been properly installed to meet plumbing codes. For your safety and to achieve
the best possible results, James Martin Vanities recommends you consult with a professional contractor.

+ Ensure the cabinet is level

6a. With two people, lift the assembled marble top and set its rear edge on the back of the Vanity Base (closest to the rear wall). See FIGURE 6.

6b. Lower front of Stone Top onto the Vanity Base, making sure both ends are lowered at the same rate.
6¢. Do not shimmy, twist or turn the Stone Top while lowering as this increases the risk of breakage.
6d. Install the screws removed on step 3 to fix the stone top in place. See FIGURE 7.
