How to use Defogger Switch and Dimmer Switch:

Touch the Defogger switch to turn the heating coils on or off.

Touch the Dimmer switch to turn the task light on or off. Press and hold the dimmer switch
to dim or brighten the task lights. Dimmer switch stores the current light level intensity when
switched off and on.

How to set your digital clock:

Press and hold the button on the side of the door for two seconds to enter programing mode.
When entering programing mode the device will cycle through all 4 number fields once with
a 3 second interval in between. Press the side button again while the number is flashing to

set the time.
After the cycle completes the clock resumes normal function within 10 seconds.

Use and Maintenance:

CAUTION: Maximum total shelf load 34 LBS

Cabinet and doors are constructed of mirrored glass and aluminum. Use a damp cloth to
clean your cabinet and mirrors. Do not use any abrasive material as it may damage the

surface and finish of the cabinet. A mild detergent may be used to clean the surfaces of the
cabinet. When cleaning spray the cloth, not the cabinet, mirrors or surrounding surfaces.
