A Snapshot of Housing Options & Approaches

THEN:  TREATMENT FIRST
Belief: A behavioral issue > Homelessness is a result of poor lifestyle choices.

Approach: Requires the person to address issues (health, addictions, 
unemployment, etc.) before receiving permanent housing. Housing is a reward 
for changed behavior – almost impossible to achieve on the streets.

NOW:  HOUSING FIRST
Belief: A housing issue > Homelessness is a result of not having housing.

Approach: Removes barriers to acquiring housing so the person is housed with 
supportive services �rst – and as quickly as possible. The resulting stability provides 
a foundation to address life issues. It accelerates success AND lowers costs.
