A MESSAGE from The Rt Revd Graham Usher, Bishop of Norwich

“Julian of Norwich’s legacy has made a significant
contribution to English spirituality, and she is revered
not only in this city and diocese, but across the world.

We find deep wells of consolation and hope in her
writing as she seems to have an uncanny knack to speak
directly to us, 650 years after her Shewings in May
1373. Perhaps that is because we remain a people who
are, at our core, afraid. Afraid of conflict, pandemic,
illness, ecological crises and death. Afraid of all these
things despite Jesus repeatedly saying in the Gospels,
“Do not be afraid”. Julian helps us to knit together our
lives so that we live with less dis-ease.

Recently I commissioned a new icon of Julian for my chapel. 1t is a daily reminder
that, despite everything, she held on to hope. The Croatian theologian Miroslav Volf
has suggested that a definition of hope is, “love stretched into the future”. That is
certainly what Julian teaches me.

May her wisdom, as well as her insight into God’s hope and love, bless us and our
communities in this 650th anniversary year.”

Fundraising appeal for a seat to commemorate Julian of Norwich

We have commissioned a hand-carved bench, designed, and created to celebrate
the ongoing witness of Julian as we mark 650 years since the Shewings she received
in May 1373. It will be placed outside the cell in St Julian’s church garden, a peaceful
place for pilgrims and visitors alike to rest.

This bespoke, functional work of art in oak and slate will incorporate some of
Julian’s words and will be made by letter carver Martin Cook whose work is crafted
using traditional tools. Martin’s commissions include carved lettering for the British
Museum Reading Room and work for the Royal Family. You can read more about

The cost of producing the bench will be around £6000. The good news is that the
Friends of Julian Trustees have generously agreed to match-fund donations up

to the value of £3000, giving £1 for each pound that is donated. We invite you to
consider a contribution to this special commission which will honour Julian’s legacy
in Norwich during 2023 and beyond.
