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Summary Description of Magnuson Warranties 

Magnuson provides purchasers with four limited warranties, three of which are standard and a 
fourth that is optional at an additional cost. 

 

I. Supercharger System Limited Warranty.  Magnuson warrants each new 
Supercharger System (sold as a complete kit with installation components and Magnuson-
supplied calibration) to be free from defects in both workmanship and material as follows (the 
following is a summary, the actual warranty language, found here, controls): 

• Supercharger and Integrated Air Management Systems and Components, for a period 
of three (3) years from the date of purchase or 36,000 miles (from odometer reading at 
installation) whichever occurs first. 

• Electrical Components, such as fuel pumps, intercooler pumps, sensors, relays, 
handheld programmer, for three (3) months (unlimited mileage) from date of purchase. 

• (Certain exclusions apply, such as belts, filters, spark plugs, fuel injectors, fasteners, 
and hardware.) 

Cost: No cost to purchaser.  

Requirements: Full details are in the warranty, found here, but the warranty is effective only 
if there is:  

1. online registration of the warranty on the website form, provided here, within 30 days 
of purchase 

2. installation of the system in accordance with Magnuson’s installation manual 
3. use of the system in a manner consistent with Magnuson’s owner’s manual (e.g., 

proper maintenance, proper fuel, permitted modifications only, non-competition 
operation)  

4. use of the pre-approved return process, including submission to dealer and to 
Magnuson for inspection for defects 

Coverage: Magnuson’s only obligation on all components shall be to repair or replace a 
warranted system component that it determines upon inspection to be defective. 

 

II. Standard Limited Powertrain Warranty.  If a Magnuson Supercharger System 
is installed on a vehicle within three (3) years and 36,000 miles of the vehicle’s original in-
service date, powertrain damage occurring in this warranty period that is not covered by the 
original manufacturer’s warranty, and is caused by defects in material or workmanship in the 
Supercharger System, is eligible for up to $6500 in powertrain coverage as follows (the 
following is a summary, the actual warranty language, found here, controls):

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• Engine components are covered to a maximum of $5,000,  
• Transmission components are covered to a maximum of $1,000, and  
• Rear axle components are covered to a maximum of $500. 
• (Certain exclusions apply.) 

Cost: No cost to purchaser. 

Requirements: Full details are in the warranty, found here, but the warranty is effective only 
if there is:  

1. online registration of the warranty on the website form, provided here, within 30 days 
of purchase. 

2. installation of the system by an approved installer. 
3. use of the system and vehicle in a manner consistent with Magnuson’s owner’s 

manual (e.g., proper maintenance, proper fuel, permitted modifications only, non-
competition operation). 

4. powertrain damage occurring within the warranty period (within three years from 
vehicle in-service date, and within first 36,000 miles starting at zero miles). 

5. no operation of the vehicle in a damaged state. 
6. use of the pre-approved return process, including use of pre-approved repair 

facilities and dealer and Magnuson pre-repair inspection for defects, and submission 
of required documents. 

Coverage: Magnuson’s only obligation on all products shall be to repair or replace a 
supercharger system component it determines to be defective, and to provide or pay for 
powertrain repairs it determines to be within warranty, up to the maximum coverage limit. Up 
to 3 days of a rental vehicle also may be provided during repairs, up to a maximum of $150 
total. 

 

III. Extended Limited Powertrain Warranty.  The purchaser has the option, at an 
additional cost, to increase the coverage maximums offered by the Standard Powertrain 
Warranty by an additional up to $10,000 in powertrain coverage, to a total maximum of $16,500, 
as follows (the following is a summary, the actual warranty language, found here, controls): 

• Engine components are covered to a maximum of $12,500,  
• Transmission components are covered to a maximum of $2,500, and  
• Rear axle components are covered to a maximum of $1,500. 
• (Certain exclusions apply.) 

Cost: $750, payable within 30 days of purchase. An extended warranty can be purchased 
by sending a request for an extended warranty application form by email to 
warranty@magnusonsuperchargers.com, filling out the form with all required information, 
and providing credit card authorization for payment. Late payments or payments after 
damage occurs will not be accepted.

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Requirements: Full details are in the warranty, found here, but the warranty is effective only 
if:  

1. All the requirements for the Standard Limited Powertrain Warranty are met. 
2. Completion of the extended warranty application form with all required information 

and payment of the Extended Powertrain Warranty cost of $750 is made within 30 
days of purchase. 

Coverage: Same coverage as in the Standard Powertrain Warranty, but with Engine, 
Transmission and Rear axle maximums increased as provided above to a total maximum of 
$16,500. 

 
IV. Accessory Components and Parts Limited Warranty.  Magnuson 
warrants generic head units (bare superchargers), accessory components and parts sold 
individually and not as part of a Supercharger System (a system is a complete kit with 
installation components and Magnuson-supplied calibration) to be free from manufacturing 
defects in both workmanship and material that are determined by Magnuson to be present in the 
item when sold, as follows (the following is a summary, the actual warranty language, found 
here, controls): 

• Generic Head Units and Components (sold as bare head units and components and not 
as part of a Supercharger System), Accessory Components and Parts, such as 
electrical parts (fuel pumps, intercooler pumps, sensors etc.), idler pulleys and 
tensioners, for three (3) months from date of purchase. 

• (Certain exclusions apply) (such as consumable parts like belts, filters, spark plugs, fuel 
injectors, fasteners, and hardware) 

Cost: No cost to purchaser.  

Requirements: Full details are in the warranty, found here, but the warranty is effective only 
if there is:  

1. online registration of the warranty on the website form provided here within 30 days 
of purchase 

2. installation of the component or part in accordance with Magnuson’s installation 
manual  

3. no use of the component or part except in a manner consistent with Magnuson’s 
owner’s manual (e.g., proper maintenance, proper fuel, permitted modifications only, 
non-competition operation)  

4. use of the pre-approved return process, including submission to dealer and to 
Magnuson for inspection for defects

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Coverage: Magnuson’s only obligation on all components and parts shall be to repair or 
replace a warranted component or part that it determines upon inspection to have a 
manufacturing defect determined by Magnuson to exist at the time the item was sold. 

 
V.  Calibration and Warranty.  Magnuson Supercharger Systems are sold complete 
with Magnuson-supplied calibration that modifies the vehicle’s stock PCM in order to 
accommodate the combustion and substantial power/torque changes a supercharger provides.  
In most instances, this calibration has been not only performance tested but also emissions 
tested together with the supercharger on a stock vehicle to establish that it complies with 
California Air Resources Board (CARB) emissions requirements and is entitled to receive a 
CARB Executive Order certifying that the product complies with those requirements and is 
“street legal” both in California and wherever EPA Clean Air Act regulations apply. A calibration 
that effectively captures the performance advantages of a supercharger and at the same time 
keeps the vehicle “street legal” alters the driving characteristics of the stock unsupercharged 
vehicle.  Such alterations are normal and expected byproducts of the performance advantages 
of a supercharger.  Magnuson warrants that Magnuson-supplied calibrations for a specified 
vehicle supercharger will provide increased vehicle power and torque substantially as 
advertised, and if a CARB EO for that vehicle has been procured, that the supercharged vehicle 
is emissions compliant per the terms of the EO.  Customers who have registered their purchase 
using the form found here on Magnuson’s website will be notified if calibration updates for their 
vehicle become available and upon request will be supplied with the updated calibration 
information. 

NOTE TO CUSTOMERS WITH MODIFIED VEHICLES: The Magnuson calibration included with 
its kits is intended to work on stock vehicle configurations, including stock trim levels and stock 
OEM vehicle options. Modifications to your stock vehicle including, but not limited to, engine, 
flywheel, clutch, torque converter, transmission, wheels, tires, axles, gears, driveshafts, 
induction system, exhaust system and additional weight (i.e., bumpers, racks, etc.) can have a 
significant impact on your vehicle’s calibration and may require modifications to our calibration 
as supplied. While we attempt to minimize the need for modifications during our development 
process, it is impossible for our team to account for all possible build variations/combinations, 
and, in some cases, it may be necessary for you to supply an additional element of 
customization for your vehicle—custom calibration—and to work, at your own direction and 
expense, with a local service facility to address your unique combination of hardware and make 
calibration adjustments as necessary. Please be aware that standard product warranties and 
governmental emissions certifications are predicated on stock vehicle configurations, and 
vehicle modifications and calibration changes may void both supercharger and powertrain 
warranties and emissions certification status (such as CARB emissions certification). 
Supercharger systems are only certified emissions legal when used on stock vehicle 
configurations with the correct Magnuson calibration. It is the sole responsibility of the customer 
making a warranty claim to prove that any vehicle modifications and calibration changes were

To activate this warranty, you must complete the online registration form and upload and attach a scanned copy of your paid service 
order installation receipt, which includes your installation mileage and vehicle identification number (VIN), WITHIN THIRTY (30) DAYS 
OF THE SERVICE ORDER INSTALLATION DATE.  IF THE REQUIRED REGISTRATION INFORMATION AND DOCUMENTATION IS NOT 
RECEIVED WITHIN THIRTY (30) DAYS OF INSTALLATION DATE, ALL WARRANTY COVERAGE WILL BE DENIED.

ELIGIBILITY 
For a supercharger system to be eligible for the Magnuson Products, LLC Supercharger System Limited warranty 

• The Supercharger System must be purchased as a complete kit with installation components and Magnuson-supplied 
calibration. 

• The vehicle on which the system is installed must be the original vehicle on which the supercharger was first installed and 
legally registered by the original owner registering this Supercharger System Limited Warranty. 

• The Magnuson Products, LLC Supercharger System must be installed properly according to Magnuson’s installation 
manual.  We recommend installation be conducted by a certified new car dealership, a certified Magnuson Products, LLC 
installer, or by an automotive service technician certified by the Institute for Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) as an 
automotive repair facility with a valid business license. 

• The warranty must be activated by following the registration procedures as described in this warranty. 
• The claim process described in this warranty must be followed. 

TERM 
The warranty term shall be for 36 months/36,000 miles, whichever occurs first, for Supercharger and Integrated Air Management 
components.  The warranty term shall be for 3 months, unlimited mileage, for electrical accessory components. Consumables are 
excluded. The term of months shall be counted from the supercharger system’s purchase date from Magnuson or from an 
authorized Magnuson dealer if shown on an original bill of sale from the dealer.  The coverage under this warranty will only be 
activated provided you register and submit the applicable documentation to Magnuson Products, LLC within THIRTY (30) days of 
the Magnuson Products, LLC Supercharger System installation date. 

ACTIVATION REQUIREMENTS 
THIS WARRANTY DOES NOT ACTIVATE AUTOMATICALLY. To activate the coverage under this warranty, you must complete all 
the required information on the online registration form provided below and provide a scanned copy of your paid service order 
installation receipt (which includes installation mileage and your vehicle identification number (VIN)) within THIRTY (30) days of the 
service order installation date.  If the stated items are not completed/received within THIRTY (30) days of the service order 
installation date, no warranty is applicable, and you will be deemed to have elected to accept full responsibility for any problems or 
damage that occurs.   

COVERAGE TERMS AND LIMITS 
This warranty covers defects in materials or workmanship in covered items, and if Magnuson’s inspection determines such defects 
exist a repaired or replaced system or component will be supplied.  A replacement system or component(s) installed in accordance 
with our instructions assumes the remaining warranty of the original (replaced) system.  If a system or any of its component(s) is/are

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exchanged, the replacement becomes your property and the returned system or component(s) becomes Magnuson Products, LLC’s 
property.  Component(s) provided by Magnuson Products, LLC to fulfill our warranty obligation must be used in the product/vehicle 
for which warranty service is claimed.  Covered items: 

Supercharger and Integrated Air Management Components (36 months, 36,000 miles): 
Covered: supercharger head units (comprising rotor set, housing, and drive cover with pulley), upper and lower manifolds, 
intercooler core and fittings, low temp radiator and hoses, fuel rails, idler pulleys and tensioners, bypass system). 
 
Non-Covered: Any components not specifically listed, including but not limited to chrome or plated or other finish on 
supercharger housing, fluids. 

 
Electrical Components (3 months, unlimited mileage): 
Covered: fuel pumps, intercooler pumps, sensors, relays, handheld programmer  
 
Non-Covered: Consumable parts like belts, filters, spark plugs, fuel injectors, fasteners and hardware, and any accessory 
components or parts not supplied by Magnuson as part of a Magnuson Supercharger System. 

 
EXCLUSIONS/LIMITATIONS/WARRANTY DISCLAIMER 
TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, THIS WARRANTY AND ITS REMEDIES ARE EXCLUSIVE AND IN LIEU OF ALL OTHER 
WARRANTIES, REMEDIES AND CONDITIONS, WHETHER ORAL OR WRITTEN, STATUTORY, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED.  AS 
PERMITTED BY LAW, MAGNUSON PRODUCTS, LLC SPECIFICALLY DISCLAIMS ALL EXPRESS, STATUTORY OR IMPLIED

SUPERCHARGER SYSTEM. COVERAGE WILL APPLY ONLY IF IT IS DEEMED BY MAGNUSON PRODUCTS, LLC THAT 
DAMAGE TO THE SUPERCHARGER SYSTEM WAS CAUSED BY AND A DIRECT RESULT OF DEFECTS IN THE MATERIALS OR 
WORKMANSHIP IN THE INSTALLED MAGNUSON PRODUCTS, LLC SUPERCHARGER SYSTEM. EVEN IF DAMAGE TO THE 
SUPERCHARGER SYSTEM OCCURS, ALL COVERAGE WILL BE DENIED IF THE DAMAGE TO THE SUPERCHARGER SYSTEM 
IS RELATED TO OR ARISES FROM OR OCCURS DURING NON-INTENDED USE, INCLUDING THE: 
 

Use in an application that is inconsistent with the stated catalog application, e.g., Chevrolet Camaro kit used on a Cadillac Escalade. 
 
Use of any components or assemblies that are modified from or substituted for original items, e.g., drive pulleys, fuel injectors 
 
Use of incorrect or contaminated fluids 
 
Use of engine modifications, e.g., oversize crank pulley, aftermarket camshaft, etc. 
 
Use of methanol, alcohol, or nitrous oxide systems 
 
Use of the vehicle in any form of racing or for performance competition purposes 
 
Use of fuel with octane rating less than 91 octane ((r+m)/2 method) 
 
Improper installation, abnormal operation, abuse, neglect, lack of maintenance or lack of fluids, or damage resulting from a collision.  
The vehicle owner is responsible for ensuring no further damage occurs once a problem has occurred. 
 
Covered components being tampered with or altered from factory specifications (as provided either by component supplier or 
Magnuson Products, LLC) including, but not limited to, the removal of the supercharger drive pulley, for any reason, as evidenced by 
the tamper proof label, or any alteration to or replacement of the Magnuson-supplied calibration. 
 
Failure to perform normal maintenance and/or service recommended or required by Magnuson Products, LLC, or the vehicle 
manufacturer, as applicable,  
Presence of any damage caused by any gradual reduction in operating performance (wear & tear).  
Abuse related to overloading, overdriving, PCM recalibration, misuse, negligence, road conditions, unapproved tire size and/or tire 
compound, and other non-Magnuson Products, LLC approved modifications. Magnuson Products, LLC approved modifications 
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are limited to the following: exhaust modifications beyond the catalytic converter (referred to as cat-back or post cat); wheel and 
tire modifications that are within fifteen percent (15%) of OEM or factory equipped size (modified tires are only allowable if they are 
one hundred percent (100%) street compound). 
 

OTHER EXCLUSIONS:  
Not covered are: any fluids, lubricants, filters or fasteners unless required in connection with repair or replacement of covered 
parts under the terms of this warranty; including but not limited to shop supplies, materials charges, hazardous waste 
charges, storage charges or miscellaneous charges. 
 
Not covered are: damage caused by "backfire", road hazards, accident damage, faulty installation, faulty repair, negligence by 
customer or installer.  Any damages to the Magnuson Products, LLC supercharger system during the installation procedure, 
damages from participating in or preparation of the vehicle for off-road and/or racing (on a track or otherwise); damages from 
fires, flood, riots, acts of war or terrorism, theft, vandalism, natural disasters and acts of God, physical damage caused by the 
vehicle, any form of consequential damage, and any damage to persons or property. 
 
Not covered are: the cost of vehicle diagnostics, product removal, or product installation, or any transport or ancillary costs, 
e.g., towing, rental car, accommodation. 

 
OBTAINING WARRANTY SERVICE 

To obtain warranty service on your Magnuson Products, LLC Supercharger System, the vehicle must have an operational and 
accurate odometer, and the records of scheduled maintenance services performed at the intervals as stated on your manufacturer’s 
maintenance schedule must be provided.  It is highly recommended that you retain the maintenance receipts for your records, in the 
event of a claim. Such receipts must be on licensed repair facility forms or actual store receipts – handwritten receipts will not be 
accepted. 
 
A warranty claim is initiated by you or your selling dealer completing the “Returns and Warranty Request” form on Magnuson’s 
website, and assistance is available by calling Magnuson’s at 805-642-8833, and pressing “4” for “Warranty Support”, or by email to 
warranty@magnusonsuperchargers.com.  Copies of the following documents must be available to be submitted with your warranty 
claim: (a) your warranty confirmation, (b) vehicle maintenance records as may be requested at Magnuson Products, LLC’s discretion. 
 

CLAIMS PROCEDURES 
When Magnuson Products, LLC is provided with a valid, properly documented warranty claim during the Warranty term, Magnuson 
Products, LLC will replace or repair defective or damaged component(s) covered by this warranty. Magnuson Products, LLC reserves 
the right to improve or modify any portion of the supercharger system in accordance with Magnuson Products, LLC current production 
specifications. 
 

1. If you suspect a warranted component has failed, and your purchase was from a Magnuson dealer or reseller, please contact 
the dealer or reseller directly to handle the warranty procedure. If your purchase was a direct purchase from Magnuson 
Products, LLC please immediately submit a claim on the “Returns and Warranty Request” form on Magnuson’s website, and 
obtain assistance by calling (805) 642-8833 and selecting option “4” for “Warranty Support”, or by email to 
warranty@magnusonsuperchargers.com. 

 
2. Prevent further damage – you should use all reasonable means and precautions to protect your system from further damage. 

This Warranty will not cover any damage caused by operating a damaged item and not securing a timely repair of the failed 
component. 

 
3. You must return your vehicle to the dealer of original install unless otherwise authorized by Magnuson Products, LLC.  

Magnuson Products, LLC reserves the right to move the vehicle to a facility of its choice. 
 

4. Instruct the dealer that they must obtain an authorization number from Magnuson Products, LLC prior to proceeding to return 
it to Magnuson Products, LLC for inspection of any component prior to claim approval. 

 
5. You must authorize the dealer to remove the component for inspection and to return it to Magnuson Products, LLC before 

Magnuson Products, LLC will authorize repair or replacement of a failed component covered by this warranty.  Products being 
returned must be clearly identified with an RGA number.  Warranty items must be properly packaged to prevent damage 
during shipping and returned freight prepaid. If a thorough evaluation of the product indicates defects in workmanship or 
material, Magnuson’s only obligation on all product components shall be to repair or replace the failed component.  If the 
failed component is not covered under this warranty, the subsequent replacement costs will be solely your responsibility.   

 
 

YOUR FAILURE TO CONTACT MAGNUSON PRODUCTS, LLC AND RECEIVE  
AN AUTHORIZATION NUMBER BEFORE RETURNING THE PRODUCT FOR  
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EVALUATION WILL VOID YOUR WARRANTY CLAIM. 
 
 

TRANSFERABILITY 
The Magnuson Products, LLC Limited Supercharger System Warranty is not transferable to any subsequent owner, or applicable 
to use on any vehicle other than the one on which the supercharger system was originally installed. 
 
CONSUMER PROTECTION LAWS 
This warranty is valid only in the United States and Canada.  Some states and provinces do not allow the exclusion or limitation of 
certain damages or the duration of implied warranties or conditions so the above limitations or exclusions may not apply to you.  
This warranty gives you specific legal rights, and you may also have other rights that vary my state or province.  The laws of the 
State of California will govern this warranty.  Any action brought to enforce or interpret this warranty shall occur only in a court of 
the State of California having jurisdiction of Ventura, California, or in Federal District Court for the Central District of California. 
 
MISCELLANEOUS 
NEITHER ANY MAGNUSUON SUPERCHARGER SYSTEMS RESELLER NOR ITS EMPLOYEE, OR ANY EMPLOYEE OF

To activate the coverage under this warranty, you must complete all 
the required information on the online registration form provided here and provide a scanned copy of your paid service order 
installation receipt (which includes your vehicle identification number (VIN)) within THIRTY (30) days of the service order installation 
date.  If the stated items are not completed/received within THIRTY (30) days of the service order installation date, no warranty is 
applicable, and you will be deemed to have elected to accept full responsibility for any problems or damage that occurs.
