Keep children and pets away from floodwater.

Be prepared to leave at a moment's notice.
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AFTER ® Turn Around, Don't Drown! Just six inches of moving water can
knock you down.

. . - . ® Avoid bri nd fast-moving water.
Follow directions from local authorities and first responder personnel. oid bridges and fast-moving wate

Maintain good hygiene during flood cleanup by minimizing contact with
floodwater or anything that may have come in contact with it.

Wear protective clothing, including rubber boots or sturdy boots, safety
glasses, a hard hat, rubber gloves, and a dust mask.

Check with local authorities or community leaders on how to
properly dispose of damaged items from your home.
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Do not use any appliances, heating, pressure, or sewage
system until electrical components are dry and have been
inspected by a qualified electrician.
