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METHOD A

1) Disassemble the headset and remove the existing upper bearing

2) Use the depth blade on a pair of calipers (set to mm),
and measure from the top of the headtube to the corner where

the 45° taper starts

METHOD B

1) Disassemble the headset leaving the existing upper bearing in place
2) Use the depth blade on a pair of calipers (set to mm), and measure
from the top of the headtube to the top of the existing upper bearing

*Method B is easier to measure and provides more accuracy
