Remove 4 trim screws using the socket wrench 
as shown. 

Take the 4 anchor tabs and install them where 
you removed the trim screws in Step #1, using 
the same hardware.

Hang the attic by attaching the flat loops on 
each corner to the G-Hooks on each anchor 
tab. Adjust until attic is taut.
