1.  Use (4) A - 6.5” X 3.5” rectangles and (8) G - 3.5“ X 3.5” squares.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
all G squares. With RST, stitch G square to left corner of A rectangle as shown. Trim & press. Stitch G square to right
corner of the A rectangle. Trim & press.  (Fig. 1) Make 4.

2.  Use D - 6” X 6” square and H - 6“ X 6” square.  Place RST. Stitch 1/4“ around all sides. Cut diagonally corner to 
corner, both directions. Carefully open HST blocks & press. Trim all blocks to 3.5” X 3.5“ squares. We suggest using 
a Bloc Loc Ruler.  Arrange blocks as shown and stitch togeter.  Press.  Make 1 pinwheel block.

• A - (4) 3.5” X 3.5“ squares, (4) 6.5” X 3.5“ rectangles

• D - (1) 6” X 6” square.

• G - (8) 3.5” X 3.5” squares.
