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Ratchet Wrench

You can tighten Bolts firmly and quickly by using the 

Ratchet Wrench. The Ratchet Wrench allows you to 

tighten the Bolt without having to remove the wrench 

from the bolt each time you have reached the limit of 

how far it can go in that direction. Instead, you can sim-

ply go back in the opposite direction without 

moving the bolt and continue tightening. The same 

applies when you are loosening a bolt.

Make sure the switch on the side is flipped down when 

tightening, and up when loosening.

FLIP DOWN = TIGHTEN 

FLIP UP = LOOSEN
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1 Attach Legs

Flip over the two Arms and all Sofa Backs. Attach the 

Square Legs with the Long Bolts, tightening with the 

Ratchet Wrench.

To Attach Legs - Insert Long Bolts through the hole in 

each Leg. The head of the Bolt will sit within the with 

the larger drilled hole on the Leg once tightened. 
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1 Attach Legs

Attach the two Center Legs to the bottom middle of the 

two Front Rails using the Long Bolts. 

Locate the Corner Seat Base. Attach four Square Legs to 

the bottom of the Seat Base with four Long Bolts.

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2 Attach Back to Arm

Locate the Right Arm (when looking at the unit the 

curve of the arm is on the inside) and a Sofa Back. Slide 

the Back down to line up with the bottom of the Arm.

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2 Attach Back to Arm

Take one Bolt and insert it into the hole in the back 

cavity that lines up with a hole on the Arm. Screw the 

Bolt in loosely with your fingers then tighten securely 

with the Ratchet Wrench.

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3 Attach Back to Back

Take a second Back piece and align the bracket to the 

attaches Back’s bracket. Slide the second Back down to 

connect the two Backs.

Locate the Corner Back (Right) and Corner Back (Left). 

Align the pieces to be perpendicular to each other. Lift 

the Corner Back Left piece and slide its bracket into the 

corresponding bracket on the Corner Right Piece.

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4 Build Corner Unit

Flip the two Corner Unit Backs onto their back. Align 

the Corner Seat Base with the bottom surface of the 

Corner Backs. 

Use four Long Bolts to connect the Seat Base to the 

Corner Backs.

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5 Attach Corner Unit

Align the bracket on the outer right side of the 

assembled Corner Unit to the last Back piece.  Slide the 

Corner Unit down to connect the Backs.

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6 Attach Front Rail

Locate one of the Front Rails. Align the Front Rail to the 

front of the Right Arm. Use two Long Bolts to secure the 

Front Rail in place. Do not tighten the bolts completely, 

leave them loose for now.

STEP 6B
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6 Attach Front Rail

Align the other side of the Front Rail to the Corner Unit. 

Use two Short Bolts to secure the Front Rail in place. Do 

not tighten the bolts completely, leave them loose for 

now. 

Once all 4 Bolts on either side of the Front Rail have 

been loosely threaded in place, tighten the Bolts with 

the Ratchet Wrench.

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7 Attach Left Side Backs 
to Corner Unit

Align one of the remaining Sofa Backs to the Corner 

Back Left. Slide the Sofa Back down, engaging the 

brackets and securing it in place.

Take the remaining Sofa Back and align the bracket with 

the last Sofa Back. Slide down securing it in place.

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8 Attach Left Arm

Align the bracket on the Left Arm to the last Sofa Back 

on the Corner Sectional. Slide the Arm down, engaging 

the brackets and securing in place.

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8 Attach Left Arm

Take one Long Bolt and insert it into the hole in the 

back cavity that lines up with a hole on the Arm. 

Screw the Bolt in loosely with your fingers then tighten 

securely with the Ratchet Wrench.

Front Rail
Align the other side of the Front Rail to the Corner Unit. 

Use two Short Bolts to secure the Front Rail in place. Do 

not tighten the bolts completely, leave them loose for 

now.

Once all 4 Bolts on either side of the Front Rail have 

been loosely threaded in place, tighten the Bolts with 

the Ratchet Wrench.

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10	 Lay Seat Platforms

Lay each Seat Platform into the lower cavity in the Backs 

with the other end of the platform resting along the 

inner lip of the Front Rail. 

Seat Platforms should lie at an angle, slightly raised in 

the front to ensure a comfortable seating pitch.

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11 Add Corner Seat 
Cushion & Back Pillows
Place the Corner Seat Cushion on top of the Corner 

Seat Platform. Next, place the Corner Back Pillows onto 

the Corner Sectional with the longer pillow behind the 

shorter pillow.

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12 Add Sofa Seat Cushion 
& Sofa Back Pillows

Place the two Sofa Cushions onto the Seat Platforms.A
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12 Add Sofa Seat Cushion 
& Sofa Back Pillows

Place Sofa Back Pillows on two Sofa sections of the 

Corner Sectional.
