Attach the Legs

Flip the "U-Down" Leg over so the longer part of the legs
are facing up.

Align the holes in the Leg's center bar to the threaded
insert holes in the Table Top. Be sure the round legs are
registered in their corresponding cutouts in the Table

Top's corners.
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Attach the Legs

Place 4 Bolts into the holes in the Leg, loosely tighten
the bolts with your fingers.

Note: If bolts are too tight
in the holes before loosely
tightening all the bolts on

the Leg, you may encounter
misalignment.

Once all Bolts have been aligned and loosely tightened,

take the Ratchet Wrench and tighten securely.
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Attach the Legs

The Ratchet Wrench allows you to tighten the Bolt
without having to remove the wrench from the bolt
each time you have reached the limit of how far it can
go in that direction. Instead, you can simply go back
in the opposite direction without moving the bolt and
continue tightening. The same applies when you are

loosening a bolt.

Make sure the switch on the side is flipped down when

tightening, and up when loosening.
