1.1. General Safety Warnings

Before setting up your Washer Dryer, remove the
four transit bolts and the rubber washers from the
rear of the machine.

* Your warranty does not cover damage caused by
external factors such as fire, flooding and other
sources of damage.

» Retain this user manual for future use and pass it
on to the next user.

* The necessary ambient temperature for operation of
your Washer Dryer is 15-25 °C.

* Where the temperature is below 0 °C, hoses may
split or the electronic card may not operate correctly.

* Please ensure that garments loaded into your
Washer Dryer are free from foreign objects such as
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nails, needles, lighters and coins.

Lints must not to be allowed to accumulate around
the washer dryer.

Residue may build up on detergent and softeners
exposed to air for a long period of time. Only put
softener or detergent in the drawer at the beginning
of each wash.

Unplug your Washer Dryer and switch off the water
supply if the Washer Dryer is left unused for a long
time. We also recommend that you leave the door
open to prevent build up of humidity inside the
Washer Dryer.

Some water may be left in your Washer Dryer as a
result of quality checks during production. This will
not affect the operation of your Washer Dryer.

Keep the document bag that was supplied inside
your Washer Dryer and contained this user manual
out of the reach of children and babies to prevent
the risk of suffocation.

The packaging of the machine could be hazardous
to children. Do not allow children to play with the
packaging or small parts from the Washer Dryer.

Only use pre-wash programmes for very dirty
laundry.

Do not exceed the maximum load for the washing or
drying programme you have chosen.

In the event of a fault, unplug your Washer Dryer
and switch off the water supply. Do not attempt to
repair your Washer Dryer yourself. Repairs should
only be undertaken by an approved service agent.

Never open the detergent drawer while your Washer
Dryer is running.
Never force the door open when your Washer Dryer

use of fabric conditioner or any similar products that
you intend to use in your Washer Dryer.

» Do not stop your Washer Dryer before the drying
phase of a programme has been completed. If you
have to do so, quickly remove all of your laundry
and immediately spread the items on an appropriate
surface to allow them to cool.

» The appliance must not be supplied through an
external switching device, such as a timer, or
connected to a circuit that is regularly switched on
and off by a utility.

6.3. Placing Laundry Into the Machine

»  Open the loading door of your machine.

* Check inside the drum. There may
be laundry left inside from previous
washes. If there is, empty your machine
before selecting a programme.

* Load your laundry into the drum,
ensuring it is loosely packed. Fold large
objects like quilts and blankets into the
drum as shown below.
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* Place each item of laundry in separately.

» Check that no items of laundry are
trapped between the rubber seal and
the door.

* Make sure that the door is completely
closed or the machine won'’t start the
washing operation.

6.4. Choice of Detergent and
Placing Into the Machine

The amount of detergent to use will depend
on the dirtiness of your clothes and the
hardness of your water supply; guidelines
will be on the packaging of your detergent.

» If your clothes are only slightly soiled,
do not do a pre-wash. Put a small
amount of detergent (as specified by the
manufacturer) into compartment |l of the
detergent drawer.

» If your clothes are excessively soiled,
select a programme with pre-wash and
put v of the detergent to be used into
compartment | of the detergent drawer
and the rest in compartment II.

» Use detergents produced for automatic
washing machines in your machine.
Follow the instructions on the detergent
packaging when determining the
amount of detergent to use for your
laundry.

* The higher the degree of hardness of
the water, the more detergent you will
need.

* The amount of the detergent you will
use will increase as the amount of your
laundry increases.

e Put the softener in the softener
compartment in the detergent drawer.
Do not exceed the MAX level, otherwise
the softener may flow into the washing
water.

« Softeners with high density must be
thinned before being put in the drawer.
High-density softener will clog the flush
and block the flow of the softener.

* You can use liquid detergent in all
programmes without pre-washing.

To activate child lock, press and hold
button 3 and 4 simultaneously for at least

3 seconds. “CL” will flash on the electronic
display for 2 seconds when the child lock is
activated.

If any button is pressed or selected
programme is changed by the programme
dial while the child lock is active, the “CL”
symbol will flash on the electronic display
for 2 seconds.

If the child lock function is active and

a programme is running, when the
programme dial is turned to the CANCEL
position and another programme is selected
the previously selected programme
continues from where it was left.

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9.MAINTENANCE
AND CLEANING OF
YOUR MACHINE

9.1. Warning

Turn your mains power
supply off and remove

the plug from the socket
before carrying out
maintenance and cleaning
your machine.

Turn off the cold water
supply before starting
maintenance and cleaning
your machine.

/NCAUTION: Do not
use solvents, abrasive
cleaners, glass cleaners
or all-purpose cleaning
agents to clean your
Washer Dryer. They
may damage the plastic
surfaces and other
components with the
chemicals they contain.

9.2. Water Inlet Filters

Water inlet filters prevent dirt and foreign
materials from entering your machine. We
recommend that these filters are cleaned
when your machine is unable to receive
sufficient water, although your water supply
is on and the tap is open. We recommend
that you clean your water inlet filters every
2 months.

Unscrew the water inlet hose from the
Washer Dryer.

To remove the water inlet filter from the
water inlet valve, use a pair of long-
nosed pliers to gently pull on the plastic
bar in the filter.

A second water inlet filter is located in
the tap end of the water inlet hose. To
remove the second water inlet filter, use
a pair of long-nosed pliers to gently pull
on the plastic bar in the filter.

Clean the filter thoroughly with a soft
brush and wash with soapy water and
rinse thoroughly. Re-insert the filter by
gently pushing it back into place.

ACAUT'ON + The water inlet

filters can become clogged due to water
quality or lack of required maintenance and
may break down. This may cause a water
leak. Any such breakdowns are out of the
scope of the warranty.

9.3. Detergent Drawer

The use of detergent may cause residual
build up in the detergent drawer over
time. We recommend that you remove
the drawer every 2 months to clean the
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accumulated residue.
To remove the detergent drawer:

» Pull the drawer forwards until it is fully
extended.

* Gently press down on the detergent
drawer (as shown above) and pull the
drawer from its housing.

* Clean the drawer with water and a soft
brush.

» If there is any residue in the drawer
housing, remove with a soft brush.
Take care to prevent any residue from
dropping into the machine.

* Dry the drawer thoroughly and slide it
back into the housing.

ADO not wash your detergent drawer
in dishwasher.

Fluid detergent level plate (*)

Remove the fluid detergent level plate for
cleaning and maintenance purposes, as

shown and wash off any detergent residue.

Slide the fluid detergent level plate back
into the guides. Make sure that there is no
remaining detergent residue.

(*) Specifications may vary depending on
the product purchased.

9.4. Pump Filter

The pump filter system in your Washer
Dryer prolongs the life of the pump by
preventing lint from entering your machine.
We recommend that you clean the pump
filter every 2 months.

The pump filter is located behind the cover
on the front-lower right corner.

To clean the pump filter:

1. You may use the washing powder spade
(*) supplied with your machine or liquid
detergent level plate to open the pump
cover.

2. Lodge the end of the powder spade
or liquid detergent level plate in the
opening of the cover and gently press
backwards. The cover will open.

3. Pull the black rubber hose forward
and detach it from its clamp, place a
container under it and remove the plug
from the hose.

4. Collect the water drained from your
machine in a container.

mNOTE Depending on the amount

of water inside the machine, you may have
to empty the water collection container a
few times.

* Once the water has fully drained, fit the
plug back on the hose.

» Fit the hose back into the clamp.

5. Loosen the filter cover by turning it
anticlockwise and remove by pulling.

6. Remove any foreign materials from the
filter with a soft brush.

7. After cleaning the filter replace the filter
cover and tighten by turning clockwise.

* Please note that the filter cover may
leak water unless re-fitted properly.

8. Close the filter cover.

* When closing the pump cover, ensure
that the mountings inside the cover
meet the holes on the front panel of the
machine.



10. FLUSH STOPPER
/ BODY / DRUM

1. Flush stopper

Remove the detergent drawer and
disassemble the flush stopper. Clean
thoroughly to completely remove any
softener residue. Refit the flush stopper
after cleaning and check that it is seated
properly.

2. Body

Use a mild, non-abrasive cleaning agent,
or soap and water, to clean the external
casing. Wipe dry with a soft cloth.

3. Drum

Do not leave metallic objects such as
needles, paper clips, coins etc. in your
machine. These objects lead to the
formation of rust stains in the drum. To
clean such rust stains, use a non-chlorine
cleaning agent and follow the instructions of
manufacturer of the cleaning agent. Never
use wire wool or similar hard objects for
cleaning rust stains.
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11. TROUBLESHOOTING

Repair of your machine should be carried out by an authorised service company. If your
machine requires repair or if you cannot solve an issue with the information provided

below, then you should:

*  Unplug your machine from the mains power supply.

« Turn off the water supply.

» Contact the nearest authorised service company.

12. AUTOMATIC FAULT WARNINGS AND WHAT NEEDS TO BE DONE

Your machine is equipped with a built-in fault detection system, indicated by a combination
of flashing wash operation lights. The failure codes are shown below.

EO1

The door of your machine is left open.

Shut the door properly unitl you hear the click. If the
fault persists, turn off your machine, unplug it and
contact the nearest authorised service immediately.

Check that the cold water tap is fully turned on and
that mains water is not cut-off. If the fault persists,
your machine will stop automatically. Unplug the
machine, turn off the cold water tap and contact the
nearest authorised service.

EO3

The pump is faulty or pump filter is
clogged or electrical connection of the

pump is faulty.

Clean the pump filter. If the problem persists, contact
the nearest authorised service. (*)

E04

Your machine has excessive amount

of water.

Your machine will automatically drain the water. Turn
off your machine and unplug it. Turn off the cold water
tap and contact the nearest authorised service.

(*) See the chapter regarding maintenance and cleaning of your machine.
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13.DESCRIBING THE ENERGY
LABEL AND SAVING ENERGY

Energy and water consumption may vary
based on water pressure, water hardness,
water temperature, ambient temperature,
amount of laundry, additional function
selection and/or voltage fluctuations.

To reduce energy and water consumption,
do not exceed the maximum laundry
amounts for the selected programme, wash
your laundry when it is lightly soiled or wash
your daily laundry in short programmes.
Make sure you clean your machine and
perform maintenance periodically and

use your machine at lower-cost times as
specified by your electricity vendor.
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
