Setting the Clock

When the microwave oven is powered on, the oven will display "0:00" and the buzzer will ring once.
1. Press "CLOCK" once - "00:00" displays.

2. Turn @ to adjust the hour figures. The input time should be within 0-23(24-hour).
3. Press "CLOCK". The minute figures will flash.
