Note: The left ceiling panel will have 3 wires
coming out of the corner. Make sure the wires are
taped securely and do not pinch the wires when
lowering the ceiling into place.

Note: Inset corners should be
facing out.

Lift the center ceiling panel above the booth
and lower it into place by aligning the holes in
the back edge of the ceiling panel with the pins
sticking out of the top of the back wall.

While lowering the panel into place, feed the 4
wires coming from the left ceiling panel and the 1
wire coming from the right ceiling panel into the
center hole on either side of the center ceiling
panel.

Make sure the wires are not pinched between the
panels and that the three ceiling panels sit tight
together.

Note: The ceiling vent should be at the front of
the booth, and facing the floor.

Now replace the
acoustic panel.

Remove the door from the frame by sliding the
door up, off the hinges and set the door aside.
Lift the door frame and guide it into place. Set
the feet on the ground and push the door frame
against the left and right side walls.
