Before Starting Installation:

Be sure you have all the needed parts and know where they 

install. Read each step completely as you go. Exhaust modifications may be necessary.  Prior to drilling or 

cutting, check behind the surface being worked on for any wires, lines, or hoses that could be damaged. 

After any drilling or cutting, remove burrs  and grind smooth any surfaces. An inclinometer or similar tool 

may be needed to measure driveshaft angles before and after the installation.

either direction.

5. Be certain the vehicle is safely secured on jack stands or a vehicle lift prior to working around or under a
vehicle. Never rely on a jack alone to support a vehicle’s weight; use appropriately rated stands to sup-
port the vehicle’s frame and any other heavy components.

Note: This diagram illustrates the passenger side panels. The driver side will be installed in the same 

Drill hole to 3/8” then install 1/4” thread insert and fasten with 1/4” x 1 SS button head cap screw. 

Drill hole to 9/32” then fasten with 1/4” x 1 SS button head cap screw and 1/4” serrated flange nut. 
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Note: Save all factory components and hardware for reuse, unless noted. 

1.) Start with one panel at a time and position each into place. Once aligned to the door, you may mark your 

holes to be drilled.  

2.) After marking all hole locations use the installation diagram on page# 2  to determine what size hole to 

drill and what hard ware is needed in order to fasten panel to the door. (Note: When using the manual 

thread insert tool make sure to use the provide instructions. We also recommend to keep the threads of the 

thread insert tool lubricated in order to maximize tool life.)  

3.) Repeat Steps on each door and the opposite side of the vehicle.
