Installation Instructions 

Note: Save all factory components and hardware for reuse, unless noted. 

1. Park the vehicle on a level and safe working surface before continuing with the installation process. Chock

the tires to prevent the vehicle from being able to roll.

2. Disconnect any wiring that maybe routed to any driving or fog lights that will prevent the removal of the

vehicles front bumper.

3. Remove the front bumper from the vehicle. Retain all mounting hardware as it will be reused when the

bumper is reinstalled. (Note: Carefully remove the plastic push in retainers so that they may be reused.)

4. Position the Driver Side Tow Hook Mounting Bracket on the front of the uni-frame so that the four bolt

hole pattern on the mounting bracket will be placed on the outside of the frame located directly behind

the front frame cross member.

5. Install the supplied (Qty:4) 7/16"-14 x 1-1/2" Length Grade 8 Hex Head Cap Screw, (Qty:4) 7/16" SAE Flat

Washer & (Qty:4) 7/16"- 14 Grade 8 Hex Lock Nut by starting the hardware through four mounting points

that will attach the bracket to the frame. In order to gain access to install the washers and locknuts you

will be able to access them through the oval shaped opening on the front frame cross member. Do Not

Tighten Hardware Yet. (Note: Place a piece of tape on the closed end of a 5/8” wrench to help with

starting the hardware to prevent dropping.)

6. Position the end of the Driver Side Tow Hook Mounting Bracket so that the end with the two bolt hole

pattern is placed on top of the front frame/radiator support is aligned with the slotted holes.

7. Install the supplied (Qty:2) 7/16"-14 x 1-1/2" Length Grade 8 Hex Head Cap Screw, (Qty:2) 7/16" SAE 

Flat Washer & (Qty:2) 7/16"- 14 Grade 8 Hex Lock Nut by starting the hardware through two slotted 

mounting points that will attach the bracket to the front frame/radiator support.  

8. You may now tighten the installed mounting hardware to 55 ft.-lbs. to secure the Driver Side Tow Hook 

Mounting Bracket. 

9. Repeat steps 4-8 to install the Passenger Side Tow Hook Mounting Bracket.  

10. Reinstall the factory front bumper to the vehicle using the original hardware and push pin retainers. 

11. Install the supplied tow hooks to the frame brackets using the hardware packaged with the Tow Hook 

Package. Tighten supplied hardware to 65 ft.-lbs.  

12. Reconnect any wiring disconnected in step 2. 

13. Installation is now completed! (We highly suggest rechecking all hardware to ensure that everything is 

tightened properly once the installation is completed and after your first use of the tow hooks.)
