S-Clasp 
Connects the tag or split ring to your dog’s collar or harness

Split Ring
Attach to the tag similar to a key / keychain. If you have a 
pair of tags, keep an eye on the side you want to face out 
(typically the logo side).* 

DawgTag
Once assembled, the DawgTag should hang from your dog’s 
collar comfortably. The bottom of the tag shouldn’t extend 
to the dog’s mouth, sitting about an inch away in most 
cases), and shouldn’t be able to be bitten or chewed. 

Silencer
Especially useful with pairs of tags. Silencers don’t speak 
for themselves.
