Make
sure all (3) Brackets are tight against the
bottom of the body panel and tighten all
mounting hardware.

b. Mark the location of the slots onto the pinch
weld.

c. Temporarily remove the Running Board and
the (3) Support Brackets. Drill (2) 1/4” holes
through the pinch weld for each Bracket.
IMPORTANT: Do not drill too close to the
bottom edge of the pinch weld. Drill the holes
in the center of the marked slots.

d. Repeat Step 3 to attach the Brackets to the
drilled holes in the pinch weld. Check for level
then fully tighten all hardware.
