Start the installation under the Passenger/Right
side of the vehicle. Locate the front mounting
location along the bottom and inner side of the
body panel, (Fig 1). Installation will use the 1st,
2nd and 4th mounting locations. NOTE: It may
help to hold a Bracket up in place to help
determine the mounting holes to use along the
bottom and inner side of the body.
