Locate the
factory threaded mounting hole in the bottom of
the floor, (Fig 1).

IMPORTANT: Mounting Brackets look
very similar but are unique. The Center Mounting
Bracket has an Obligue Cut on the top. The

according to the illustration on Part List. Attach
Passenger/Right Front Mounting Bracket to the
threaded hole in the of the floor panel with (1)
8mm Hex Bolt, (1) 8mm Lock Washer and (1)
8mm Flat Washer, (Fig 2). Do not tighten
hardware.

- 11). IMPORTANT: The Center Mounting
Bracket has an Obligue Cut on the top. The
Rear Mounting Bracket has a Notch in the rear.

Select the Passenger/Right Running Board.

IMPORTANT: Do not slide
Running Board on the Mounting Bracket cradles,
or damage to the finish may result. Do not tighten
hardware.
