Insert the squared end of another Short Pole (B1) in the square receivers of two Cot Corners (A)
as shown, until it is fully seated in the receiver.

B Insert the Short End & Secure Flap

Insert the square receivers of two Cot Corners (A) onto the squared ends of the Long Poles (B2)
as shown, until itis fully seated in the receiver.

Pull the Cot Netting (C) taught up over the Short Pole (B1), then secure the Hook & Loop Flap to
the Hook & Loop section on the underside of the Cot Netting (C).
