Section 4 - First Aid Measures

General Information:

Inhalation: If irritation occurs, contact a Poisons Information Centre, or call a doctor. Remove source of
contamination or move victim to fresh air. If breathing is difficult, oxygen may be beneficial if administered by trained
personnel, preferably on a doctor's advice. In severe cases, symptoms of pulmonary oedema can be delayed up to 48
hours after exposure.

Skin Contact: Seek urgent medical attention. Flush contaminated area with lukewarm, gently flowing water for at
least 60 minutes, by the clock. DO NOT INTERRUPT FLUSHING. If necessary, keep emergency vehicle waiting

Section 5 - Fire Fighting Measures

Fire and Explosion Hazards: Highly flammable liquid and vapour. The major hazard in fires is usually inhalation
of heated and toxic or oxygen deficient (or both), fire gases. There is a moderate risk of an explosion from this product
if commercial quantities are involved in a fire. Firefighters should take care and appropriate precautions. Any
explosion will likely spread the fire to surrounding materials. Water spray may be used to cool packages involved in a
fire, reducing the chances of an explosion.
