« To prevent wiring damage or abrasion, do not expose wiring to edges of shest metal or other sharp objects.
» Do not make or alter any open holes in an enclosure of wiring or electrical components during kit installation.

* Turn off electrical power at fuse or circuit breaker box before wiring fixture to the power supply.
« Turn off the power when you perform any maintenance.

= \ferify that supply voltage is comect by comparing it with the luminaire label information.

* All wiring connections should be capped with UL approved wire connectors.

A\ CAUTION

« Avoid direct eye exposure to the light source while it is on.
+ Account for small parts and destroy packing material, as these may be hazardous to children.
» Risk of burn. Disconnect power and allow fixture to cool before changing bulb or handing fixture.
