It is important to remove any contamination, residual inks, cleaning 
chemistry, or general dirt and dust.  Murakami 701 Haze/Ghost Remover 
(a non-caustic water soluble liquid) will remove residual ink and or 
emulsion. Murakami 801 Screen Degreaser will help eliminate any further
 contaminants. Completely dry the screen before coating.

Apply one or two coats of emulsion to the print side. Rotate the frame 
180 degrees and apply one or two coats of emulsion to the squeegee side.

Additional coats may be added to the print side if 
thicker stencils are required.
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Dry the coated screen horizontally with the print side down in a clean 
light safe area. $e following will help to ensure complete drying:

86° to 104° degrees F (30° to 40° C)

30% to 50% relative humidity.

Good air circulation.

$e use of a screen drying cabinet with heated air#ow can 
help in maintaining these conditions.
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      For use with plastisol and water-based textile ink systems. 
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Use a clean dry coating trough that has a nick free surface 
for smooth coating.
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Mix the sensitizer according to the instructions on the bottle. Pour the entire 
solution into the emulsion and mix thoroughly. To reduce air bubbles let the 
emulsion stand for two hours (preferably overnight) before using.

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Rociar suavemente ambos lados de la pantalla con agua tibia, espere algunos segundos para permitir que la emulsión se ablande entonces lave el lado de la impresión de la pantalla hasta que la imagen esté completamente abierta. Limpie ambos lados y seque considerablemente. El uso de una cabina de secado o de ventiladores se recomienda para secar la pantalla.

Almacenar la emulsión en un área seca fresca. La vida útil de las emulsione, Murakami SP-7500, es hasta un año cuando está almacenada en la temperatura ambiente. No permitir que la emulsión se congele.

Use la emulsión que ya fue sensibilizada, durante las siguientes 2 o 3 semanas para mejores resultados.
Las pantallas emulsionadas se pueden almacenar hasta seis meses cuando están guardadas bajo las siguientes condiciones.

Conveniente para el uso con tintas a Base de agua yDischarge cuando está endurecido con el endurecedor de Murakami y/o las pantallas tratadas con el endurecedor A&B no serán recuperables.

Desengrase con Murakami 801, lave a fondo ambos lados y deje secar.

Gently spray both sides of the screen with lukewarm water, wait a few  

seconds to allow emulsion to soften then wash print side of screen until  

image is fully open. Rinse both sides thoroughly and dry. "e use of a  

drying cabinet or fans is recommended to dry the screen .

Clean the #lm positives and vacuum frame glass prior to exposure to  
minimize pinholes. Exposure is a$ected by mesh color, emulsion type,  
coating thickness, lamp type and the age of the bulb itself. For best  
results use an exposure calculator to determine the correct exposure  
time. It is important that a lamp designed for exposing  
screen printing emulsions is utilized .

La exposición se puede ver afectada por el color de la malla, tipo deemulsión, grosor de la capa de emulsión, tipo y edad de la lámpara.  Para mejores resultados use una calculadora de exposición.
