It is infended to
facilitate the removal of the retaining screw by
excluding the overlying restorative filling from
the screw head recess and screw channel. The
material is supplied non-sterile. A desired
amount of material is cut into individual
pieces. It can be placed directly into the
screw channel or sterilized in the
dental autoclave prior to use.

FirstPlug

is made of PTFE (expanded
polytetrafluoroethylene). The shape
and mechanical properties have been
optimized to allow for efficient placement
and removal. When properly placed and
condensed, the material has sufficient stiffness
to support the overlying restorative filing material
(composite resin, amalgam, or ceramic).
It is also indicated as a screw channel barrier for
the implant-supported hybrid restorations and
implant-supported bar type substructures.

*Contraindications*
Do not use if there is a known allergy or
sensitivity to PTFE.*
