Directions
This activity will challenge children to retell the story using pictures of the foxes.

1.	Have children colour and cut out each fox. Use the storybook to reference the colour of 
each adult fox’s clothing. (Assist as needed.)

2.	Show children how to retell the story using the pictures. Move the baby foxes into 
Mother Fox’s hood and then into the other family member’s hoods as you tell the story.

3.	Challenge children to try retelling the story using the pictures of the foxes. (Assist as 
needed.) 

4.	When they are finished retelling, challenge children to tell their own story with the 
pictures.

Directions
This activity will challenge children to think about how we all need help sometimes.

1.	Have children colour and cut out the picture cards. (Assist as needed.)

2.	Talk with children about how everyone needs help. Remind children that Mother Fox 
needed help in the story and how her family helped her. Share some things that you 
need help with. Challenge children to think of something they need help with.

3.	Put the picture cards in a pile upside down. Have children flip over a card and discuss the 
picture on the card.

4.	Ask children, “Do you need help with this?” Make two piles: one for things they need 
help with, and one for things they do not need help with.
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
