Directions
1.	 Go through the book again with children. As you read, ask, “Is Nanuq sharing?”
2.	 Help children colour and cut out the cards. 
3.	 Find one card that shows Nanuq sharing and another that shows him not sharing. Place the 

cards in front of children. Explain that on the first card, Nanuq is sharing. On the second 
card, he is not.

4.	 Make a pile of all the other cards. Place the cards face down in front of children.
5.	 Have children flip over a card and look at the card. Ask children, “Is Nanuq sharing?” If he is, 

have children put that card under the card that shows Nanuq sharing. If not, have children put 
it under the card that shows him not sharing.

6.	 As you look at the images, talk with children about how they would feel if they were in the 
pictures, and why.
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
