Mounting the Magnetic Lock and Armature

STEP 1: petermine position of Magnetic lock and Armature on gate/door and header/post. Use the template provided for the

Model to be installed. Transfer the position of the hole locations for both the Magnetic Lock and Armature.

STEP 2: Mount Armature in accordance to Gate or Door type. (See illustrations below) Anti-Spin Guide Pin

Install anti-spin guide pins in the back of the armature as shown to the right, this insures the
plate will not move after installation.
