How to change bags.

A Miero Matic™ adjustmeant is
provided for glue down “Kitchan”
carpet (low plle)and commarcial
carpets and is used only in the
avent that the unit is hard fo push
on carpet, Should Micre Matic™
adjustmant ba nacessary;

Servicing of Double Insulated Appliances

In a double-nsulated appliance, two systems of insulation are provided instead of grounding. No grounding
means is provided on a double-nsulated appliance, nor should a means for grounding be added to the
appliance. Servicing a double-insulated appliance requires extreme care and knowladge of the system, and
should be done only by qudlified service personnel, Replacement parts for this double-insulated Kirby model rmust
be genuine Kirby parts for maintenance of safety and protection of warranty. A double-insulated appliance is

marked with the words "DOUBLE INSULATION" or "DOUBLE INSULATED",
