11. Handy Tips on Setting up Your Promic PA-300W Portable PA System

The Promic PA-300W Portable PA System has been desigued for a all-in-one portable solution that

iseasy to set up and get working. In order to get the most out of your Portable PA System please
follow these simple guidelines:

11.1. Charge your portable system the day before use.

11.2. Make sure that you have a stand for the PA speaker. It is extremely important to elevate and
place the speaker at an appropriate position to maximise its coverage and minimise feedback.

11.3. To avoid feedback, do not place the microphone directly in front of the portable loudspeaker.

11.4. Position the speaker in front of the microphone user so it is further towards the audience.

11.5. Do not position the PA speaker too far from the person speaking.

11.6. Work on your microphone technique. A vacal microphone needs to be held right up to the mouth. 3

The further away the microphane is positioned from the mouth the lower the audio output.
11.7. Test the microphone levels before your event. Stand at the farthest end of the venue and listen

carefully to get a feel of what is being said during the sound check.

11.8. Always have spare AA batteries for the wireless microphone and always have a corded microphone 3

on hand. Often wireless microphones are left on accidently and may have no battery charge so
having a corded microphone always means a microphone is available.
11.9. Do not forget to recharge the PA system after each use.

This is a necessity in case your wireless microphone has been left on accidentally and has no charge.
It's also great to be able to have 2 people talk / perform at the same time.

Extremely beneficial to give optimal elevated placement of the PA System to increase the spread of
sound as it's at ear level. It also helps by allowing easy access to all the controls and keeping the unit
off wet grass!
