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DOOR GRID ASSEMBLY

Doors should be assembled in a f lat area. The hor izontals are to be equal ly
spaced. The number requi red per door and spacing is shown in table. The ins ide
face of the door f rame should be assembled f i r s t .

After lay ing out the hor izontal members , locate and dr i l l two (2) 17/32” min imum
diameter holes in the top hor izontal . Locate each tro l ley hole at dimens ion “A”
f rom the end and 1” f rom the ins ide face. See char t fo r recommended
dimens ion “A”.

With the top, intermediate and bottom hor izontals proper ly f i t ted and spaced in
the ver t ica l s , secure the gr id at each ofthe four cor ners us ing one (1) #8
sel f -dr i l l ing, se l f - tapping ffastener. The fastener should be located in the extruded
pi lot groove as shown in f igure 3 .

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SQUARE THE DOOR GRID

After squar ing, secure the gr id with a second fastener at each end of the four
corners locat ing them as show in f igure 4 .

Carefu l ly turn the door gr id over, recheck for squareness & repeat the fastening-
procedures.

Secure al l intermediate hor izontals with *4) screws/ jo int (2 per s ide) See f igure 5 .

NOTE: I f insta l l ing the opt ion 2” x 4” wood members , s imply dr ive nai l s or screw thru
the extruded grooves.

Ins ta l l the wood members in the same manner as descr ibed for the metal
hor izontal members . Refer to f igure 6 and f igure 7 .

Apply sheet ing per sheet ing manufacturer’s recommendat ions.

When sheet ing door, the sheet ing tucks between the bui l t - in f lash ing and tr ip st r ip
of the vert ical members .

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TROLLEY MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

Insert the tro l ley mount ing bolt into the door gr id top hor izontal . Insta l l the tro l leys
and adjust the nuts on the pendant bolts unt i l there is approx imately one inch
between the tro l ley bolt head and the door gr id top hor izontal . See f igure 8 .

INSTALL CANNONBALL TRACK PER SPECIF ICATION SHEET.

After hanging doors and adjust ing to requi red height , insert sheet metal screws
through the washered nuts into the hor izontal member as shown in f igure 8 . When
us ing wood hor izontals , use a nai l as shown in f igure 9 . Adjust the offset pendant
bolts so door hangs f lush against s ide of bui ld ing. T ighten the spl i t lock nuts on the
offset pendant bolts to lock tro l leys in operat ing pos i t ion.

S l ip the larger l ink on the end of the chain over the snugger rod and insert snugger
rod into the rod support . Secure the oppos i te end to vert ical member us ing (1)
1/4” fastener and nut as shown. See f igure 10 .

CENTER MOUNTED SNUGGER

FOR WOOD HORIZONTALS

Select a hor izontal door member that i s at a convenient height . Dr i l l one 9/32
diameter hole in the vert ical door member. (See f igure 10) . S l ip rod support on
st ra ight end of snugger rod and proper ly pos i t ion assembly to determine proper
locat ion of rod support . Fasten rod support with (2) r ing nai l s as shown.

Instal l the second half of the snugger rod in the other door, fo l lowing the above
procedures except that no chain l ink i s put on the rod.

Attach the “S” hook to the chain.

To latch the two doors together, merely hook the “S” hook onto the snugger rod as
shown. The more the door ratt les , the t ighter the latch becomes. After making
certain the “S” hook is in the proper l ink ( latched chain should be about 6” f rom
top of hor izontal member) , c lose the “S” hook s l ight ly so i t wi l l not become
detached from the chain. See f igure 11 .

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CENTER MOUNTED SNUGGER

FOR METAL HORIZONTALS

Select a hor izontal door member that i s at a convenient height and dr i l l (1) 17/32”
diameter hole as shown. Next , dr i l l (1) 9/32” diameter hole in the vert ical door
member. See f igure 12 .

S l ip the larger l ink on the end of the chain over the snugger rod, and insert
snugger rod into the 17/32” hole in the hor izontal door member. Secure oppos i te
end of snugger rod to vert ical member us ing (1) 1/4” fastener and nut. See
f igure 13 .

Insta l l the second half of the snugger rod in the other door, fo l lowing the above
procedure except that no chain l ink i s put on the rod.

Attach the “S” hook to the chain.

To latch the two doors together, merely hook the “S” hook onto the snugger rod as
shown. The more the door ratt les , the t ighter the latch becomes. After making
certain the “S” hook is in the proper l ink ( latched chain should be about 6” f rom
top of hor izontal member) , c lose the “S” hook s l ight ly so i t wi l l not become
detached from chain. See f igure 13 .

SIDE MOUNTED SNUGGER

FOR METAL HORIZONTALS

Select a hor izontal door member that i s at a convenient height and dr i l l (1) 17/32”
diameter hole as shown. Next , dr i l l (1) 9/32” diameter hole in the vert ical door
member. Refer to f igure 14 for hole locat ion.

Insert snugger rod into the hole in the hor izontal door member. Secure oppos i te
end of snugger rod to the vert ical member us ing (1) 1/4” fastener and nut as
shown in f igure 15 .

Before instal l ing the second half of the snugger to the face of the door jamb, close
the door. (Door must have a center stop, or otherwise held stat ionary.) Secure rod
support “A” to door jamb so as to be level with the hor izontal door member as
shown in f igure 16 . (Rod support fasteners are not suppl ied.) S l ip large l ink on the
end of the chain over the rod and insert rod into rod support “A”. Put rod support
“B” on oppos i te end of rod. Offset rod support “B” 1.0” f rom rod support “A” as
shown. Secure support “B” to door jamb.

After making certain the “S” hook is in the proper l ink ( latched chain should be
about 6” f rom the top of hor izontal member) , c lose the “S” hook s l ight ly so i t wi l l
not become detached from chain.
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SIDE MOUNTED SNUGGER

FOR WOOD HORIZONTALS

Select a hor izontal door member that i s at a convenient height and dr i l l (1) 9/32”
diameter hole in the vert ical door member. Refer to f igure 17 for hole locat ion.

S l ip rod support on st ra ight end of snugger rod and proper ly pos i t ion assembly to
determine proper locat ion of rod support . Fasten rod support with 2 r ing nai l s as
shown. S l ip the large l ink on the end of the chain over the snugger rod and insert
snugger rod into the rod support . Secure the oppos i te end to vert ical member
us ing (1) 1/4” fastener and nut as shown. See f igure 17.

Before insta l l ing the second half of the snugger to the face of the door jamb, close
the door. (Door must have a center stop, or otherwise held stat ionary) . Secure rod
support “A” to door jamb so as to be level with the hor izontal door member as
shown in f igure 18 . (Rod support fasteners are NOT suppl ied). S l ip large l ink on the
end of the chain over the rod and insert rod into rod support “A”. Put rod support
“B” on oppos i te end of rod. Offset rod support “B” 1.0” f rom rod support “A” as
shown. Secure support “B” to door jamb.

After making cert ian the “S” hook is in the proper l ink ( latched chain should be
about 6” f rom top of hor izontal member) , c lose the “S” hook s l ight ly so i t wi l l not
become detached from chain. See f igure 18.

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SIDE MOUNTED CAM L ATCH

FOR METAL HORIZONTALS

Select a hor izontal door member that i s at a convenient height . Al ign edge of
vert ical member with door jamb sur face. Mount latch catch with the two legs
toward the front of the door. Keep s lot for hook in l ine with hook on latch. (See
f igure 19 ) . Latch catch should be insta l led pr ior to apply ing steel r ib to s l id ing door
f rames. Attach main body of latch to door jamb. Keeping latch hook paral le l to
top of l tach catch mounted on the hor i zonta l . W i th la tch hand le s t ra ight
up - mount latch with end of hook in hole on the l tach catch. Pul l handle down
toward door to secure door t ight to jamb. Cam latch can be mounted either r ight
or left -handed, just remove nut and turn hook over and re-attach the nut. (Th is
needs to be done before mount ing to door jamb.)

SIDE MOUNTED JAMB L ATCH

FOR METAL HORIZONTALS

Select a hor izontal door member that i s at a convenient height . Al ign edge of
vert ical member with door jamb sur face. Mount latch catch with the two legs
toward the front of the door. Keep s lot for hook in l ine with hook on latch. (See
f igure 20) . Latch catch should be instal led pr ior to apply ing steel r ib to s l id ing door
f rames. Attach main body of latch to door jamb, keeping latch hook paral le l to
top of latch catch mounted on the hor izontal . With latch handle st r iaght up or a
l i t t le toward s l id ing door, mount latch with end of hook in hole on the latch catch.
Pul l handle back toward inter ior of bui ld ing and down to secure door t ight to
jamb. Hook is threaded so i t can be eas i ly adjusted. Reverse hook on body of latch
to change from r ight or lef t -handed.

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SIDE MOUNTED CAM L ATCH

FOR WOOD HORIZONTALS

Select a hor izontal door member that i s at a convenient height . Al ign edge of
vert ical member with door jamb sur face. Mount latch catch with the two legs
toward the front of the door. Keep s lot for hook in l ine with hook on latch. (See
f igure 21) . Latch catch should be instal led pr ior to apply ing steel r ib to s l id ing door
f rames. Attach main body of latch to door jamb. Keeping latch hook paral le l to
top of la tch catch mounted on the hor i zonta l . W i th la tch hand le s t ra ight
up - mount latch with end of hook in hole on the latch catch. Pul l handle down
toward door to secure door t ight to jamb. Cam latch can be mounted either r ight
or lef t -handed, just remove nut and turn hook over and re-attach the nut. (Th is
needs to be done before mount ing to door jamb.)

SIDE MOUNTED JAMB L ATCH

FOR WOOD HORIZONTALS

Select a hor izontal door member that i s at a convenient height . Al ign edge of
vert ical member with door jamb sur face. Mount latch catch with the two legs
toward the front of the door. Keep s lot for hook in l ine with hook on latch. (See
f igure 22) . Latch catch should be instal led pr ior to apply ing steel r ib to s l id ing door
f rames. Attach main body of latch to door jamb, keeping latch hook paral le l to
top of latch catch mounted on the hor izontal . With latch handle st r iaght up or a
l i t t le toward s l id ing door, mount latch with end of hook in hole on the latch catch.
Pul l handle back towarrd inter ior of bui ld ing and down to secure door t ight to
jamb. Hook is threaded so i t can be eas i ly adjusted. Reverse hook on body of latch
to change from r ight or lef t -handed.

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CENTER DOOR GUIDE & STOP

Center guide and stop may be mounted to a 6” x 6” P.T. post or imbedded
in concrete.

Fasteners for mount ing center guide are NOT included.

Locate guide at the center point of door opening. The door leafs to engage as
shown in bottom hor izontal . Note: For proper closure each bottom hor izontal
should be cut or notched 1/16” short for the center vert icals to compensate for
the center stop th ickness .

CENTER STOP ASSEMBLY

Fasten one hal f of the guide with 3/8” lag bolts . Locate the “Z” stop on the center
lag of the unfastened half as shown in f igure 24 .

Secure hal fwi th lags. F inal ly , attach “L” hold down to “Z” stop with 3/8” carr iage
bolt as shown in f igure 25 .

After the guide is in place, addit ional adjustment i s poss ib le through the vert ical
adjustment on the door t ro l leys . Th i s adjustment should be used only after the
center guide is r ig id ly in place.

STAY GUIDE I I INSTALL AT ION

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:
With s l id ing door panel in open pos i t ion, make a penci l l ine on face of bui ld ing at
very bottomedge of door. S l ide door to closed pos i t ion. Turn quide rai l ups ide
down so that s lots are vis ib le. L ine up one end of rai l wi th edge of door opening
and mark s lot locat ions on wal l , 1 inch above penci l l ine. See f igure 26.

Use alternate s lot locat ion in case bracket inter feres with s id ing r ib. Insta l l wal l
brackets with lag screws provided. (See f igure 27) . Make sure nai ler holes are in
vert ical leg of bracket.

Bol t guide rai l to brackets , f inger t ight , wi th carr iage bolts and lock nuts . See
f igure 28.

END STOP AND HOLD DOWN BRACKET

Assemble end stop and hold-down bracket to wal l bracket as shown in f igure 29 .
do NOT t ighten hardware.

With door in closed pos i t ion, loctate wal l bracket f lush with door opening as shown
in f igure 29 . Note: Addit ional blocking may be requi red behind wal l bracket to
provide a f lat mount ing sur face.

Attach wal l bracket to bui ld ing wal l wi th lag bolt and nai l s s imi lar to guide rai l .
T ighten f lange nut AFTER f inal adjustment. See f igure 29 .
