. Remove the tonneau cover before tow the truck from rear.

. Make sure the locking clip on both sides are completely inserted into
the side rails to avoid the end of the cover becoming unlatched.

2. For Tacoma truck stick the seal sticker on the bulkhead bar.
3. Srick the seal strip onto the bulkhead.

3. Carefully roll up the cover. Do not off-set the cover off the side rail. 3. Install the buckhead bar back.

3. Secure the cover roll with safty straps.

4. Re-tighten mounting clamps after the cover latched.
