1. Signs, Invitations, & Reminders

Use notepads to make signs. Make a
quick bulletin board to welcome
children. Put their names on mini
notepads. Notes and reminders travel
home with enthusiasm and help keep
families in touch!
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3. Durable Nametags

Simply write the child's name in marker,
laminate, hole punch and add a safety pin or
yarn for a "necklace" style nametag.

4. Fans & Stick Puppets
Tape on a craft stick and
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
