Internal Tiling applications (walls & floors)

For ceramic tile coverings, (tile dimensions < 600
mm x 600 mm), use a flexible adhesive when placing
tiles. Easyboard® should be primed prior to tiling with
alkaline tolerant primer.

Tile adhesive must as a minimum meet the
requirements of class C2 according to EN 12004-1.

When using Easyboard® as floor tile substrate please
ensure that board is fully supported.

Structural flooring e.g. timber floor boards should be
true and flat.

- Maximum tile weight for floors = 100kg/m?

SITE CUTTING

Easyboard® can be easily score and snapped with a
traditional utility knife.

Use a straight edge and make initial cut to the face of
the board.

Apply pressure to cut piece to open the joint up and
then run the knife back along the scored line to cut
the mesh to the reverse side of the panel to complete
cut.
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WATER PROOFING

Where boards are used below and within 150mm
of DPC level a compatible waterproofing membrane
should be applied. Compatible EPDM membranes
should be used around other areas at risk of water
ingress e.g. at window openings.

USE OF BREATHER MEMBRANES

A suitable breather membrane should be used when
using Easyboard® as a sheathing board.

The board should not be relied on to prevent moisture
ingress.
