Lever Tab

To extend the leg, flip open 
the Quick Set Lever Tab by 

pulling away from your tripod 
leg. Extend your leg to the 
desired position.  Close the 
Quick Set Lever by pushing 

down on the tab to secure the 
leg in place.  Repeat for all 

sections on all legs to 
achieve desired height.
