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IColor Fluorescent Toner Upgrade Kit Instructions 
Specifically for the IColor 560, 550 & 540 Systems 

 
 
The IColor Fluorescent Upgrade Kit is just one of the many specialty cartridge sets that can be used in the IColor 
560, 550 and 540 Digital Color + White Transfer Media Printers. Instantly transform your IColor printer into a 
fluorescent printer where the printed images produced will glow brightly under UV light. The upgrade kit 
consists of 3 toner cartridges (CMY) and is shipped in 3 separate boxes. Simply remove and store the standard 
CMY toner cartridges and swap with the fluorescent kit to instantly print with UV sensitive toner while using the 
standard black cartridge in place. The white cartridge that shipped with your IColor 560, 550 or 540 printer can 
also be used if a white overprint is required. 
 
Operating on the same application principles as standard toner that ships with your machine, you can print 
and/or press onto virtually any surface using the appropriate transfer paper – or print directly onto paper, 
transparencies and label stock regardless of which printer is being used. Be sure to design your graphics with 
bright colors – avoid dark or black colors (unless specifically wanted), as those will not fluoresce well and may 
not look good as a final product.   
 
Instructions for installation of the IColor Fluorescent Upgrade Kit: 
 
Part A - Use with the black toner cartridge: 
 
1. With the power off, open the lid of your IColor printer and remove the standard CMY toner cartridges.  

• They should be stored in a cool, dark place. Never expose the drum to light for more than a few minutes.  
 

• Be careful not to scratch or touch the drum surface or print quality could be severely affected. 
 
2. Install the black toner cartridge that shipped with your printer in the first slot. 
 
3. Locate the yellow fluorescent toner cartridge and open the box.  

• Remove the drum cover from the bottom of the cartridge.  
 

• Install the yellow fluorescent toner cartridge into the 2nd slot of your IColor printer.  
 

• Refer to the user’s manual for your printer for further information regarding cartridge installation.  
 
4. Repeat step 3 for the magenta and cyan cartridges.  
 
5. The cartridges should be installed in CMYK configuration, where the black is in the 
front, followed by yellow, magenta and cyan in the rear.  
 
6. Once all of the cartridges have been installed, power on your IColor printer. You are 
now ready to print. 
 

  In this configuration, it is not required to use the IColor ProRIP software to 
print. This configuration would typically be used for non-transfer related printing. 
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Part B - Use with the white toner cartridge: 
 
You can also use the white cartridge with the IColor Fluorescent Upgrade. The white toner that shipped with 
your system is natively fluorescent and can used in cases where you want white as an overprint and/or spot 
white in your design. 
 
1. After completing steps 1 – 4 as described above, install the cartridges in Overprint 
mode, where the white cartridge is in the front, followed by yellow, magenta and cyan 
in the rear.  
 
2. This configuration requires the use of the IColor ProRIP Software.  

• Make sure you are using the Overprint Queue. 
 

3. Once all of the cartridges have been installed, power on your IColor printer.  
• You are now ready to print. 

 
4. Be sure to design your graphics with bright colors – avoid dark or black colors in this configuration, as the 
composite black that is made with fluorescent colors is not desirable.

IColor Absolute Security Toner - UniNet security toner contains special RF fragments which can be read by a 
special reader to confirm authenticity. Most commonly used as a yellow cartridge, simply print a portion of your 
image in yellow for increased security and authenticity. The reader is only sold in conjunction with the toner kit 
and is keyed to a specific frequency.
