Charging your Blynclight

Connect the provided USB cable from your PC to the Blynclight
to charge the device. The indicator at the front of the device will
show a solid red light while charging. Once fully charged,
around 2.5 hours, the red indicator will switch off.

When operating the device wirelessly, the front indicator

will display a solid green light. When the device requires charge,
the front indicator will begin flashing green.

Mounting your Blynclight

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Select a position to mount your device
that is within 30 feet of the PC with release

the wireless adaptor connected.

(Operating distance may vary if @ E }
interrupted by walls.)

Clean and dry the surface you wish to lock
apply the mount.

Uploading Ringtones

now see a storage device appear within your PC.

To play your own ringtones on the device, copy and paste your
mp3 ringtones onto this storage device. Use Embrava Connect
to configure which ringtones should play for certain events.
