To change the fridge's set temperature: Press either the 
Temperature UP (A) or Temperature DOWN (B) buttons 
to adjust the fridge's SET temperature. Press MODE (D) 
to change LEFT Zone or RIGHT Zone.  

The SET temperature will appear as a FLASHING 
number, and after the temperature is SET , the display 
will return to showing the fridge's CURRENT  interior 
temperature.
