BEFORE you RidE

1. Prior to use, perform a quick visual check to verify that your e-scooteris in
good shape and that your equipment is not damaged.

2. Make sure the battery is fully charged before your first use. The battery will take
approximately 1-2 hours to charge to full from empty.

3. Make sure to wear a helmet and any other protective gear necessary
to ride an e-scooter, making sure to comply with the laws of your local
municipality.

4. Find a safe environment to use the Air Wheel e-scooter. When you are starting
out, we recommend a flat or mostly flat surface to get acquainted with the
device and its controls. We do not recommend using your Air Wheel e-scooter in
the rain or other wet conditions as it is unsafe and may cause damage to the

e-scooter.
PLEASE NOTE

1. Do not allow riders under 14 years of age to use your e-scooter.

2. Do not allow anyone weighing over 200 pounds to ride your e-scooter.
3. Improper operation may cause overheating or serious injury.

4. Do not tamper with the battery or any of the wiring or attempt to modify the
board.

5. Please only use official Voyager parts on your vehicle. Other parts are not
guaranteed to work and will void your warranty.

6. Do not use the e-scooter if it is damaged, has been soaked with water or
liquid, or if the battery pack has been damaged.

7. Do not charge the e-scooter in abnormally hot, cold or wet conditions, like
rain or direct sunlight. Charge in a shaded and dry location outside and away
from any kind of combustible fuels.

8. When riding your e-scooter, make sure to always follow all tfraffic and
safety rules based on the laws of your local municipality.

9. Do not ride your e-scooter while under the influence of any medication
which can cause impairment, or when under the influence of drugs or
alcohol.

10. Do not attempt to do any tricks while riding your e-scooter. Further-
more, do not ride your e-scooter over rough terrain or uneven surfaces.
11. Do not allow your e-scooter to be dragged by cars or bikes. Do not
use your e-scooter on escalators or in crowded areas.

12. Do not use your e-scooter at night or in areas of low visibility.

13. Always power off your e-scooter when it is not in use.

CHARGING

Your Air Wheel Balance E-Scooter has a built in rechargeable lithium ion battery.
Before using your e-scoofter for the first fime, you need to fully charge the battery.
To do so, follow the steps below:

1. Ensure the charging port on the back of the device is clean and dry.

2. Plug the included charger into a grounded wall outlet.

3. Connect the power supply to the Air Wheel via the charging port.

4. An LED indicator light on your Air Wheel will turn red to indicate that the
battery is charging.

5. Charging typically takes between 1-2 hours to complete.

6. The LED indicator light will turn green to indicate that the battery is fully
charged.

7. Unplug your Air Wheel as soon as it is done charging.

NOTE: Do not leave your Air Wheel unattended while charging or let your device
charge in excessively hot or cold temperatures.



bATTERY iNDICATOR

When using your Air Wheel Balance E-Scooter, the battery indicator light will let
you know how much power remains in your battery.

* When the LED light is green, the battery has enough power to continue riding.

* When the LED light turns red, the battery needs to be charged as soon as
possible.

* When the bafttery has less than 15% remaining power, the LED light will flicker,
and you will hear a buzzing sound.

* When the bafttery power is nearly exhausted, the wheels will start to shake and
your e-scooter will slow down. At this point, step off of your e-scooter and charge
the battery immediately. Do not attempt to ride again unftil the battery has been
recharged.

NOTE: When planning to go for a ride on your e-scooter, note that the battery life
will be shorter when riding in colder femperatures. Plan accordingly.



CALIBRATION

The Air Wheel Balance E-Scooter should be calibrated out of the box, but if you
find that it is not properly responding to your inputs, you can re-calibrate.

e First, start by placing the e-scooter on a flatf, even surface.
e Press and hold the power button on the e-scooter for five fo eight seconds.
* You will hear a buzzing sound once calibration is complete. Your e-scooter may

shut down after calibration is complete. If it does, power it back on and it should
be ready for use.



GETTING ON

e First, power on the Air Wheel Balance E-Scooter by pressing the power button
located on the rear of the device.

« Start by standing behind the Air Wheel with your feet lined up behind the two
foot pads.

* Place one foot on the e-scoofter, but keep your weight on your other foot unfil
you are ready fo get on.

* Once you are ready to mount the Air Wheel, bring your other foot onto the
other footpad quickly and evenly.

* You will likely be most successful stepping onto the Air Wheel quickly and
confidently. The process is a lof like climbing stairs, where you step on with one
foot and then the other.

e Once you are on the e-scooter, you must find your centfer of gravity and
balance yourself. The board is sensitive to motion so keep your feet flat, as if you
were standing on the ground.

e First time users should likely have a spotter available to help steady them as
they step on the e-scooter.




GET MOVING

e Be sure the Air Wheel Balance E-Scooter is powered on.

* Once you have become comfortable mounting the e-scooter and standing on
it comfortably and confidently, it's time to get moving.

e To control your movement on the Air Wheel, you only need to shift your center
of gravity forward or backward.

* To move forward, just lean your body forward slightly and the e-scooter will
follow.

e To reverse, lean your body slightly backwards and the e-scooter will begin
moving backward.

 To turn right, slightly tilt your left foot forward. To turn left, slightly tilt your right
foot forward.

* |f you need to go over bumps or rough surfaces, be sure to bend your knees
slightly to absorb some of the impact.

* To get off of the Air Wheel, take one foot off first and put it behind the

e-scooter. Then follow with your other foot. The e-scooter should be sitting in front
of your feet, just like when you first stepped on board.
