o If the Controller is set as Standalone, it will indicate the controller’s highest priority fault.
If the Controller is set as a Node in the CAN Network, it will indicate the worst level fault of the
Network. In addition to the code and level information, the display will indicate the ID of the faulty
Node. If any Node has a fault of the same level as an active controller fault, the display will indicate the
controller’s highest priority fault.
