Replace the fuse as per the user- servicing instructions (Follow product marking for proper fuse rating) and check 
the product. If the replacement fuse blows, a short-circuit may be present and the product should be discarded.
o) Read and follow all instructions that are on the product or provided with the product.

a) When the product is placed on a live tree, the tree should be well maintained and fresh. Do not place on live trees 
in which the needles are brown or break o� easily. Keep the tree holder filled with water.
b) If the product is placed on a tree, the tree should be well secured and stable.
c) Before using or reusing, inspect product carefully. Discard any products that have cut, damaged, or frayed wire 
insulation or cords, cracks in the lampholders or enclosures, loose connections, or exposed copper wire.

b) Open fuse cover. Slide open fuse access cover on top of attachment plug towards blades.
c) Remove fuse carefully. Turn fuse box over to remove fuse.
d) Risk of fire. Replace fuse only with 5 amp, 125 volt fuse (provided with product).
e) Close fuse cover. Slide closed the fuse access cover on top of attachment plug.
f) Risk of fire. Do not replace attachment plug. Contains a safety device (fuse) that should not be removed. Discard 
product if the attachment plug is damaged.

If connecting to a lighting string that does not have a Wattage (W) rating {found on the tag within 6 inches of the 
plug} calculate the wattage as follows: Multiply the current (__A) which is on the flag-type tag by 120.

For Example: Lighting string is rated 120 V, 60 Hz, 0.2 Amps. 0.2X120 = 24 Watts.
Add the wattage of each light string together for a total of 432 Watts or less. (Do not exceed 432 watts)

1. Replace only with same type 5 Watt Max candelabra-base UL Classified lamp.
2. To reduce the risk of fire do not deliberately reposition either lampholder contact.
3. To reduce the risk of fire and electric shock: a) Do not install on trees having needles, leaves or branch coverings
    of metal or materials which look like metal and b) Do not mount or support strings in a manner that can cut or 
    damage wire insulation.
4. Never leave light set unattended while plugged in. Read important safety instructions and cautions inside. 
    Do not let bulbs contact drapes, carpeting, upholstery, bedding or anything that will burn. Hot surface. Do not 
    touch bulbs while lit; allow bulbs to cool first. Do not decorate or handle while plugged in; this may damage 
    the bulb, causing increased temperature.
