Rinse Aid Prime function allows manual operation of the rinse aid pump to fill the rinse aid
hose with chemicals. Press UP key to switch the rinse aid pump on, DOWN key to switch
the pump off. If the rinse aid pump is turned on and left running, it will stop automatically
after 1 minute of operation.

W-Rinse Aid Time controls the injection time of the rinse aid peristaltic pump. The rinse aid
pump is set to operate at the beginning of each wash cycle. Ex-factory setting is 12
seconds as board default.
