FIXING PACK CONTAINS:

PLEASE KEEP PLASTIC BAGS AND SMALL PARTS 
AWAY FROM CHILDREN
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Turn the floors upside down. Position and secure 2 x 
L-brackets to the corners of the Small Floor as shown 

above to secure the floors together.

Position the floors in your desired location. Your log 
store must be built on a solid and level base.
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CHECK AND TIGHTEN ALL THE FIXINGS APPLIED TO THIS 
PRODUCT ON A REGULAR BASIS.

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Attach the Left Side Panel to the Front Panel and Large 
Floor as shown above. Use 60mm screws for the floor 
and 50mm screws for securing the panels together.

Attach the Back Panel to the side panel and floors as 
shown above. Use 60mm screws for the floor and 50mm 

screws for securing the panels together.

Attach the Right Side Panel to the Back Panel and 
Small Floor as shown above. Use 60mm screws for the 

floor and 50mm screws for securing the panels together.

Secure the Front Cover Strip and Middle Cover Strip. 
Ensure the strips are flush to the bottom board on the 

panels.

Secure the Back Cover Strips. Ensure the strips are 
flush to the bottom board on the panels.
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Secure the Front Panel. Screw into the bearers of the 
floor beneath. Ensure the panel is flush to the edges of 

the floor.

FRONT COVER STRIP
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Once the roof panels have been slotted together, turn 
them upside down and secure the roof panels together 

as shown above.

Position and attach the assembled roof panels to the 
panels. Ensure the roof is pushed up against the Left 

Side Panel and Front Panel to secure into place.

Secure the assmbled roof panels to the Cover strips, 
Back Panel and Right Side Panel as shown above. 

Screw through the top batten of the Back Panel into the 
roof battens that are resting on the Back Panel.

Attach the Left and Right Fascias to the roof panels as 
shown above. Ensure they are flush to the Side Fascias.

Attach the Side Fascias. Ensure the fascias are flush 
to the inside roof face as shown above. There will be a 

slight overhang from the Side Fascia’s.
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Tap the Small Roof into the Large Roof with a mallet. 
Ensure the battens are flush together when slotting 

together. If a mallet is not available, use a wide piece of 
wood to protect the product when hammering.
