PREPARATION

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RIGHT POST

Lay out your Left and Right Posts on the floor. Position and secure the Curved Rafter to the Posts.
Ensure the curve on the top is flush to the curve on the
Posts when positioning as shown above.
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Using the mesurement provided, position and secure Position and secure 1 x Notched Rafter in the centre
2 x Notched Rafters to the Curved Rafter, with 1 x of the curve, using the measurement provided.
80mm screws per rafter.
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Position and secure the remaining Notched Rafters,
using the measurements provided.
