Make sure the section is flush on the outside and 
the corners line up.

 Fix in place using 4 x 40mm screws.

Use 2 x 40mm screws for each of the shorter Cills 
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(JLINE4412)
Jute Liner Qty 1 
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Put a protec�ve cover underneath the product so 
that the tops of the Cills do not get damaged.

Use another Cill to help line up at the corners.

Flush & Square

When all of the Cills have been fixed to the sections, place the sections 
together on top of the base. Make sure that everything is  flush before fixing them 
to each other using 2 x 50mm screws for each corner.

Place an L’ bracket in each corner underneath the cills and fix the panels together 
using 25mm screws.

Fix the sections to the base using 2 x 50mm screws for each end and 4 x 40mm 
screws for the sides.
