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SCALING AND RESIZING

Transforming Vectors
- Vectors are super easy to work withl
- The most common transformations we make to vector graphics are:

1. Scaling (resizing)
2. Rotating

Both of these are easy to dol We'll cover scaling here.

1. SCALING GRAPHICS (Easy!)

1. Select an item using the Selection Tool.

2. When selected, a bounding box will appear with points
on the sides and corners.
3. Just click and drag to resize!

IMPORTANT:

There are two MUST-KNOW shortcuts for when resizing objects.
SCALE IN PROPORTION: ANCHOR AT CENTER WHILE SCALING:

Hold SHIFT while dragging Hold ALT while dragging
This prevents the object This keeps the object
from being distorted centered at its current spot.

THESE CAN BE USED SIMULTANEOUSLY!
Holding SHIFT and ALT will
scale an object proportionally
and keep It anchored.

Always be sure to click and hold FIRST, BEFORE using SHIFT or ALT.

Use the selection tool to select the robin-. Then

Shift + Drag from the bottom right corner to scale 1t
to fit the blue box-

Use the selection tool to select the cool looking

raven. Then Shift + Alt + Drag to scale him down to
fit the small box-

WHAT IF | NEED TO SCALE
MY GRAPHIC TO AN EXACT SIZE?

This Is even easier!
1. Select the object you want to resize.

2. At the top of your workspace, you will see some fields
for sizing.
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3. Just type in how Wide or High you want it to be!
Note two important items there:

asn Anchor: This will determine where your graphic anchors
when it resizes. The default Is center, but you can change
this so that your image is “stuck” on a particular point

when it grows/shrinks. Most of the time you will want
center.

| Linker: This will link your width and height and keep
them in proportion. It's like holding Shift when you drag.
If you click this, you can turn OFF the linker, which will
let you change the height and width independently. You
will almost always want this ON.
