. Loosen the handle knob (Fig 2) and rotate the handle so it is vertical. (Fig 3)

. Tighten the handle knob. (Fig 2)

. Hold the handle in one hand and rotate the trolley forward so the white frame lock is
accessible, then open the frame lock. (Fig 4)

. Lift the handle, pulling upwards until the frame is fully open. (Fig 5). DO NOT STEP on the
frame when unfolding. Doing so may damage the trolley and will invalidate your warranty.

. Now close the frame lock. (Fig 6)
